ALSO PRESENT:   Brad Kennedy, Michele Vlasak - Kenyon Leader, Brandon Theobald - WHKS, and Barney Nesseth.
ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the amended agenda, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:
1) Painted the interior (white) and exterior (grey) of the ice rink boards
2) Winterized swimming pool for season
3) Assisted in the repair of water line service on 3rd Street E
4) Swept all of the streets around town

5) Cleaned up trees and brush around town after September 24th storm

6) Burned the brush pile a couple of times including after September 24th storm

7) Flushed water hydrants
8) Started sewer jetting with cutting head on clay sewer lines
9) Assisting contractor with 2019 Utility Improvements Project
10) Took aluminum can wagon to West Concord
11) Mowed at waste water plant, community garden, undeveloped lot boulevards, and other various locations around town.

B) Brandon Theobald of WHKS reported on:


1) Presented Feasibility Report for 2020 Roadway Improvements Project

2) Looking for Council action on direction of proposed project and consideration of Resolution excepting 
feasibility report and starting special assessment process.


3) There are four project areas A, B, C - 30% Assessment Component to benefitting property owners, and D 
(area proposed not to be assessed - City wide repairs only)

4) Area A - 3rd Street W (two blocks East and West of Main Street) and 4th Street E & W (between 1st 
Avenue and High Avenue) - road in poor condition.  Plan is to reclaim and pave 4 inches of asphalt 
($337,600 Total Estimated Costs)

5) Area B - Alley Project - Alley between Railroad Street, 2nd Street E, 2nd Avenue, and Main Street - 
Complete reconstruct including the replacement of clay alley sewer main.  Pave alley while adding curb and 
gutter for storm water management and option to pave private parking areas. ($153,600 Total Estimated 
Costs)

6) Area C - 1st Avenue off Centennial Street - asphalt completely broken up.  Area serves two properties.  
reconstruct area and pave 4 inches of asphalt.  ($24,800 Total Estimated Costs)

7) Area D(1) - Sanitary Sewer Casting repair on 3rd Street W.  ($1,500 Total Estimated Costs) 


8) Area D(2) - Repave settlement on 2nd Avenue near Trinity Lutheran Church.  ($11,100 Total Estimated 
Costs)

9) Area D(3) - Replace pedestrian sidewalk ramps on 3rd Street W and 4th Street E & W in Area A ($37,700 
Total Estimated Costs)

10) Area D(4) - Improve drainage on the corner of High Avenue and 4th Street W.  Cut down road and 
curb/gutter so that water drains properly.  New curb/gutter and asphalt for a portion of High Avenue and 
intersection.  ($123,600 Total Estimated Costs)

11) Area D(5) - City Hall Parking lot.  Make improvements to shaping of City Hall parking lot while adding 
concrete gutter along building, gutter along 4th Street E, new pavement in parking lot, and new sidewalk 
along the east and north side of the building.  ($69,000 Total Estimated Costs)
Dierks asked if the parking lot would require the use of a berm to guide water.  Theobald stated that grade was needed away from City Hall toward the street into new gutter.  All options would be explored including the use of a berm.  VanDeWalker asked what the drainage issue was on High Avenue and if it stemmed from one home's sump pump.  Kennedy stated that any moisture from the east side of High Avenue flowed across to the west side and held on the corner of High Avenue and 4th Street W.  Kennedy thought that this issue could be better addressed in the winter with additional maintenance consideration.  Theobald stated that special assessment policies have shifted with the dollar amount level of the assessments.  The 429 section of the Minnesota State Statutes govern special assessment in which the proposed assessment has to match or exceed the property value after the improvement is made.  Boulton stated that the Council has discussed modifying the Wanamingo Special Assessment Policy to 70% paid by the City of Wanamingo and 30% special assessment to the property owner for reconstruction projects.  The current policy has a 30% share to the City of Wanamingo and 70% special assessment to the property owner for reconstruction projects.  Maintenance work such as crack filling, seal coating, and overlays have been paid 100% by the City of Wanamingo.  Theobald stated that with the higher costs for construction over the last decade many communities are picking up a larger portion of the costs of reconstruction in order for the special assessments to be reasonable and justifiable in 'adding value' to the assessed property.  Boulton stated that a revised Wanamingo policy will be brought to the Council to consider adopting at the November or December City Council meeting.  Dierks stated that the proposed areas for improvements are prime candidates and appropriate for consideration.  Holmes asked what the current water issues were with the City Hall parking lot.  Kennedy stated that the back parking lot holds water that enters into the Community Center and finds its way through the foundation into City Hall.  There are areas on the north and west side of the building where water makes its way into the foundation of City Hall.  Kennedy stated that the maintenance staff caulk the cracks at City Hall, that will help some of the water from making its way through the foundation.  The Community Center floor was raised and new in floor heating and concrete floor were installed twelve years ago.   Holmes stated that the sanitary sewer should be replaced in the alley before the road is reconstructed.  Theobald stated that the long-term City plan has replacement of clay sanitary sewer lines, including the alley considered for reconstruction.  VanDeWalker stated that City Hall has had water issues for years and the parking lot should be included for health of those that utilize the City Hall and Community Center.  Ohr stated that the entire parking lot and sidewalk on the east and north side should be done at the same time.  Theobald stated that the project has good economies of scale - projects over $500,000 to make it worthwhile for bids, financing, and assessment procedure.  Holmes stated that the drainage issue on High Avenue should be removed from consideration as part of the project.  VanDeWalker agreed that the High Avenue drainage should wait until the street needs to be reconstructed.  VanDeWalker stated that the ADA ramps should be included in the project.  Theobald stated that it would be ideal to conduct topographic surveying of the proposed project before snow is on the ground.  Theobald asked if this could be scheduled before the project is approved for final design.  Holmes and VanDeWalker agreed to allow WHKS to proceed with scheduling the survey. 
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
19-055  = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and Other Services to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for Collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2020: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Mayor Holmes asked if there were any challenges to the certifications. No challenges were made.  Passed 4-0-0.
19-056 = Resolution Abandoned - Potential Assessments Paid Before Council Meeting
19-057 = Approving Lot Split for Goodhue County Parcel 70.145.0030: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Boulton stated that the proposed new lot and existing lot would meeting I2 lot requirements in the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances.  Nesseth spoke regarding the proposed lot split.  Jake Grant would like to purchase the split parcel for trucking business.  The proposed split lot site plan included a concrete valley gutter entrance with crushed asphalt radius entering into gravel parking lot for reefer trailers with a proposed office building.  The lot slopes to back (east side) of the lot would and would have a grass buffer for drainage to catch gravel runoff.  Council had no issues with land split request or site plan concept.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-058 = Adopting Service Contract Agreement with William Weigel for Mini-Discovery and Brand Identity Design: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Boulton stated that Mayor Holmes had signed the agreement after the Council approved the proposal at the September City Council meeting.  The committee has met twice with Mr. Weigel to start the process in the past two weeks.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-059 = Decertifying Tax Increment Finance District 1-1: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Boulton stated that the district had generated the maximum allowed dollar increment amount even though the district was not required to decertify until 2022.  Any excess increment will be paid back to the County once the 2019 City of Wanamingo Audit is complete.  If the City still owes Karen Masters she will receive final payment around the same time.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-060 = Decertifying Tax Increment Finance District 4-3: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Boulton stated that the district had generated the maximum allowed dollar increment amount even though the district was not required to decertify until 2029.  Any excess increment will be paid back to the County once the 2019 City of Wanamingo Audit is complete.  If the City still owes Karen Masters she will receive final payment around the same time.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-061 = Approving the Creation of the City of Wanamingo Complete County Committee for the 2020 
US Census: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-062 = Approving and Adopting the City of Wanamingo Water Supply Plan, Permit No. 1968-0181: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-063 = Receiving Feasibility Report and Calling Hearing on the 2020 Roadway Improvements Project: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Boulton stated that the High Avenue Drainage portion of the project would be removed and all other project areas would be included moving forward.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-064 = Authorizing Temporary Liquor License for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association Benefit: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Dierks asked what the benefit was for.  Ohr stated that it was for Jamie Simonson.  Ohr asked if this benefit set a precedence for the Fire Relief Association to hold additional benefits in the future.  Boulton stated that this decision would be up to the Fire Relief Association on future benefit requests.  Passed 4-0-0.

19-065 = Authorizing a Temporary Gambling Permit for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association Benefit: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
