ALSO PRESENT:   Alicia Hunt-Welch – Zumbrota News Record, Brian Gudknecht, Jeremy Wallaker, Noah Wallaker, Scott Hanson - MN Rural Water, Peter Husbyn, and Amy Husbyn.
ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Michael Boulton (Public Works Report) reported on:

1) Sewer Jetting completed - all lines that can be jetted are complete


2) September fecal testing at WWTP - 4 out of 5 tests failed.  Spoke with two heavy waste water users about 
dumping.  Making a ramp for a bypass dump location directly into sludge tanks for sludge haulers.  This way 
the sludge will not be treated and put strain on system.

3) Leaf sucker hooked up and serviced.  Starting sucking up leaves in street/curb/gutter.  Residents are 
reminded that it against State Statutes and City Ordinance to place leaves from lawns in streets.


4) Maintenance staff will be flushing hydrants and servicing Mingo View water tower/circulation pump in 
the next few weeks.  Jeff Benson is making a stainless steel stand for circulation pump. 

B) Brian Gudknecht spoke on:


1) Fire Department applied for a $5,000 MN DNR reimbursement matching grant earlier in the year.  The 
grant required the fire department to match with an additional $5,000

2) The Fire Department wishes to buy 14 new pagers through Midwest Wireless


3) The order for 14 new pagers and an additional three year warranty was placed for roughly $10,000 in 
September


4) New pagers would be UHF and 800 MHz - currently on UHF but system will be moving to 800 MHz


5) Requested that the $5,000 come first from excess budget dollars and if short run money funds at the end of 
the year
VanDeWalker moved, seconded by Dierks to approve DNR $5,000 matching grant.  Also to approve fire department payment plan on the matching funds that includes surplus budget funds and if short run money funds to be resolved at the end of the year.  Passed 4-0-0.

Flotterud questioned how remaining 16 pagers would be funded for replacement.  Gudknecht stated that they are hoping to apply for and receive another MN DNR grant in the future.  VanDeWalker asked how the rest of the equipment/gear was looking.  Gudknecht stated that there is a plan in place/being implemented to replace three sets of turnout gear per year for the next ten years.  Every ten years the turnout gear is to be replaced no matter the condition.  The fire department, City Staff, and Council, and Townships have agreed to plan and is working well
C) Scott Hanson of Minnesota Rural Water Reported on:


1) Here for the Public Information Meeting on Phase I of the Wanamingo Wellhead Protection Plan

2) Scott is a source water professional - focuses on small communities

3) The Wellhead Protection Plan - Phase I is a focus on hydrology - MN Department of health conduct the 
Phase I on all communities of less than 3,300 population.

4) Wellhead Protection source water protection planning is required by the State of Minnesota

5) The City of Wanamingo has hired WHKS to conduct Phase II of the Wellhead Protection Plan


6) Wanamingo is considered non vulnerable - minimum contaminants.  Older ground water which has been 
exposed to mineral in rock which means water has iron and magnesium.

7) Tradeoff of water is you either have contaminants or water is rust colored due to iron and magnesium


9) Wanamingo has very good water quality because of the deep well and older ground water

10) A management area map was presented showing the area ground water travels to the wells.  
Identification of sources of contamination - other wells within area is important


11) There are grants after the wellhead protection plan is completed to seal off old wells or help improve the 
overall water supply


12) Wanamingo will have until December 2018 to complete Phase II of the Wellhead Protection Plan.  
Wanamingo has additional time due to the management area including two townships.

Administrator Boulton explained that the City wishes to rehab the backup well house in order for chemicals to be stored in separate rooms.  The Wanamingo Capital Improvements plans identifies this need with action in 2021.  Scott Hanson stated that this could be a use for the grant.  Scott also mentioned that backup generators are a great use of this grant for assistance to keep water supply up during emergencies.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
Ordinance #184 - Enacting and Adopting the Fifth Supplements to the Code of Ordinances for the City of Wanamingo and Declaring an Emergency: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  The ordinance recognizes the codifications made to the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances made in September 2017. Passed 4-0-0.
17-056 = Certifying Mowing Services to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for the Collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2018: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Mayor Holmes asked if there were any challenges to the certifications No challenges were made.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-057 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and Other Services to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for the Collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2018: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Mayor Holmes asked if there were any challenges to the certifications.  No challenges were made.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-058 = Approving Joint Cooperative Snow Removal Agreement the State of Minnesota and the City of Wanamingo on Trunk HWY 57 within the City for 2017-2017: Dierks moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Wanamingo Riverside Park - Zumbro Watershed Partnership has surplus LCCMR grant dollars ($5,000) for new amenities on top of the project that has already been completed.  Administrator Boulton provided a memo and a list of potential items that could be funded.  The Council liked the idea of adding metal mesh tables and possibly purchasing replacement tubing in order to repair some of the picnic tables on site.  Councilmember VanDeWalker and Administrator Boulton will put a picnic table, new metal mesh and replacement tubing, combination order together with Zumbro Watershed Partnership.
The City of Wanamingo was informed by Southern Minnesota Initiative Foundation that the Log Cabin Restoration $10,000  "Small Town Grant Application' was not approved.
