ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Holmes to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Mingo View Drive Memos – road and drainage

i. City Engineer Brandon Theobald and City Administrator explained about a couple of concerns relating to drainage and road conditions on Mingo View Drive along with overall road conditions.  The City is gathering information to figure out the root problem(s) and identify possible solutions for the future.

ii. Citizens showed concerns on frost boils from improper drainage from a landowner filling in a drainage ditch.  Citizens had concerns that they did not wish to see large amounts of money spent on the road.  It was suggested to mill the road and leave the millings in place rather than rebuilding and assessing the road back to the residents

B) Public Hearing – Parking lot/snow removal onto streets in the downtown area and possible changes to the policy.  The City is gathering information and conducting a study over the next year on snow removal that was not originated from the street.

i. Citizens had concerns with how the City may change what is currently done.  There was a concern of letting residents have a choice when a discussion occurs

ii. It was suggested to gather information from each business, private residence, and church that would be effected if a change occurred 

C) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Work Force Development Employees completed tree trimming around ponds – hauled trees to burn pile and burned

ii. Painted door and replaced light ballasts at the Workout Center (Medical Center)

iii. 40 loads hauled out the of the compost pile and spread out

iv. Flushed Hydrants for the 2nd time this year

v. Trimmed 25 loads of trees that hung over City streets and alleys

vi. Swept leaves out of the street – 12 loads – after first loss of leaves

vii. New D O meter purchased and installed at the Waste Water Plant

viii. Jetting of sewers currently taking place with cutting head for tree roots

ix. Sent samples for testing so that sludge hauling can take place in the next couple of weeks

iii.  Schedule visits to teach - so City Staff gets licensed and Bolton & Menk moves out

iv. Mileage, Phones, and copies included in proposal

v. Rate guaranteed to for 2 years

c. Doug Transrud & Todd Arlander, Bonestroo/Stantec - $2,450 a month and $90/ hour for hours beyond agreement
i. Company in middle of a merger that help them to be more competitive

ii. Rochester is the office where staff is out of to serve Wanamingo

iii. Has served as Wanamingo’s operator for 2 years and have invested time to know plant and staff

iv. Required by Minnesota Pollution control to have 2 visits a week with a minimum of 2 hours of face time each visit
