ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to adopt the agenda with the addition of Resolution 14-079 to New Business, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Majerus motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Fixed second water shut off leaking valve on Beverly/3rd Street intersection
ii. Replaced door at wastewater plant building - bar screen room entrance

iii. Mowed at wastewater plant/nature trail

iv. Shut off valve cover/top section replaced on Railroad Street
v. Attended MN Rural Water Meeting/Seminar in Zumbrota

vi. Swept City Streets Twice – first rounds of leaves picked up

vii. Replaced bulbs on all outside lights at wastewater plant

viii. Repaired one pump at wastewater plant, replaced another

ix. Sludge truck gone through and prepared to haul sludge out of wastewater plant in the next couple of weeks

x. Read water meters – had glitches with software that are being tended to by Casselle and Dakota Supply

xi. Can wagon taken to Red Wing for recycling twice in last month

xii. Holes from water main break (asphalt patches) have been prepared to be filled with assistance from Goodhue County Maintenance
xiii. Started hydrant flushing for fall – west side of town completed

B) State Senator Matt Schmit reported on:

i. 2015 will be a full budget year for the legislature

ii. State budget forecasts have shown additional revenue

iii. 2013-2014 Legislature raised revenue through tax increases

iv. 2014 saw $2 Billion surplus after tax increases/improved economy

1) ½ went to tax cuts/credits

2) 20% went to a one year supplemental budget

3) Additional Funds were placed in supplemental bonding bill

4) Remainder went to replenish rainy day fund/budget reserves   
v. Looks forward to 2015-2016 at attempting tax reform
vi. Would like to see increases for transportation funding for roads and bridges

vii. Additional focus on high speed internet access – spur private investment throughout the State

viii. City Council questions for Senator Schmit

1) Health Insurance skyrocketing costs, including 51% increase for City of Wanamingo – working on MNSURE for additional providers in SE MN

2) LGA Sustainability – hopeful that steady revenue should stabilize LGA and offer long-term growth

3) MN HWY 60/HWY 57 safety of the intersection (new growth on south side of town adding to traffic, including pedestrians) – working with MnDOT and maybe pushing them for solutions 
4) Future Interchange on US HWY 52 and MN HWY 57 – make sure to work long term to get moved up on priority list

5) Zip Line – If the project does not directly benefit area residents – should be a no go

C) Deputy Tom Wolner reported on:

i. SE MN Task Force has had major meth ring busts/indictments recently

ii. Helped resolve issues of pet licenses around Wanamingo – eventually needed to issue citations to those that did not obtain licenses after numerous attempts and notifications                  
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
14-072 = Approving Certification of Utilities to 2015 Property Taxes: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Mayor Holmes asked if anyone wishes to contest or comment on certification.  No comment or contesting offered.  The parties had two weeks written notice to contest or welcome to the Council meeting to contest the certification.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-073 = Approving Public Works Maintenance Worker position hire with compensation: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes and the rest of the City Council welcomed Brad Kennedy as the City of Wanamingo new hire for Public Works.
14-074 = Approving MnDOT Snow Removal Agreement for 2014-2015 snow season:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-075 = Awarding the Sale of General Obligation Improvements Bonds, Series 2014C, in the original aggregate principal amount of $535,000:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  George Eilertson from Northland Securities explained the sale details including money will be received by the City on November 3rd, average coupon interest rate of 3.15 percent, early first available call date of 2012, and 15 year term.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-076 = Approving Pay Request No. 1 for Schumacher Excavating Inc. on Cenex Addition 4th:  Berquam moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Brandon Theobald – WHKS stated that the grading work has been completed.  Concast has removed additional dirt in order to finish grade and rock lot.  Utility work on roadway has started today.  Documents for bond sale will be sent to state for MN DEED grant.  Grant Agreement will be generated soon there after.  Final plat for Cenex Addition 4th will be signed by all parties shortly.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-077 = Approving Minor Subdivision of Property – Ag Partners C-Store & Scott Nelson Car Wash:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-078 = Approving wastewater treatment agreement between the City of Wanamingo and Maple Island Inc.:  Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-079 = Accepting the Resignation of Pat Flom as custodian:  Berquam moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
