ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Majerus motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. Painted Picnic tables & benches at Park where boards were replaced from vandalism
ii. Screen torn at Park Shelter again – Next spring new screen from Interstate Lumber that is much more durable will be installed
iii. Filled potholes around town with cold mix before weather changed

iv. Installed exhaust fan at the pool bathhouse

v. Safety Meeting visit from Mark Hottel – went over a couple of more items to correct at facilities
vi. Cleaned storm sewers a couple of times – also cleaned entire street after mowing was completed at Prairie Ridge Estates

vii. Riverside Park – brought more rock from Emerald Valley Addition to place in washed out areas near pier

viii. Lowered curb boxes and curb stops around town that were sticking up in residents yards – more than 20 of them
ix. Filled washed out/low areas along the curbs (5th & 3rd Street) by golf course where the City mows

x. Speed bumps on 2nd Avenue removed for the season
xi. Started flushing hydrants around town – will complete by end of the week

xii. Valve at pump house well cleaned – still working after last month’s issues

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
13-052 = Certifying mowing costs to the Goodhue County Auditor/Treasurer’s Office for collection with real estate taxes in 2014: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  No parties came forward to challenge the certifications after Mayor Holmes asked.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-053 = Certifying delinquent utility costs to the Goodhue County Auditor/Treasurer’s Office for collection with real estate taxes in 2014: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  No parties came forward to challenge the certifications after Mayor Holmes asked.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-054 = Approving contract extension with Goodhue County for GIS services: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Council wished to stay with current option in which the Council approves the agreement yearly, rather than automatic renewal.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-055 = Approving flying of MIA/POW Flag at City Hall/Community Center with perpetually donated flags from the Wanamingo VFW/Honor Guard: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
Ordinance #164 – Amending Wanamingo City Code of Ordinances 71.09 – 1st Reading – Administrator Boulton explained the need to place monuments, especially the Veterans Memorial under areas where bicycling, rollerblading, and skate boarding are not permitted.  The Council will consider approving the ordinance at the November City Council Meeting.

Discussion took place regarding a memo from Administrator Boulton regarding possible curb/parking stalls/handicap sign painting.  The Council agreed the painting of the curbs should take place in 2014.  The Council wished to receive more details about the three options of buying a machine, renting a machine, and hiring a contractor to paint the curbs/parking stalls/handicap signs.
