CALL TO ORDER:
 Mayor Holmes.
The October 15th regularly scheduled Wanamingo City Council meeting was cancelled due to the lack of quorum.  All agenda items were added to the November City Council Agenda.

ALSO PRESENT:   Monty Schaefer, Brandon Theobald - WHKS Engineering, Andy Zeilinskas - WHKS Engineering, David Anderson - Live Well Goodhue County, Scott Hanson - Minnesota Rural Water, David Friese – Zumbrota News Record, & Terri Washburn - Kenyon Leader.
Mayor Holmes recognized that Sunday November 11th was veteran's day.  Mayor Holmes recognized all area veterans for the service to the nation.

ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Replaced heater at wastewater treatment plant office.  The old heater made loud sounds when turning on 
and off, had become inefficient, and was potentially dangerous.

2) New air compressor installed at street shop.  Old air compressor was failing and was beyond repair.  With 
new air compressor the air tools seem to work better.

3) Flushed the water lines/hydrants

4) Swept streets and sucked up leaves a number of times


5) Discovered a blockage (possibly a rock) in the storm line while conducting maintenance on Hill Ave - will 
attempt to dislodge in spring - water can overflow and go to the next catch basin


6) Mingo View Water Tower circulation pump re-installed - this time six feet off the ground - back in early 
October.  Staff will monitor water clarity.

7) Worked with MN Rural Water to video sewer line in alley between Main Street, 2nd Avenue, 2nd Street 
E, and 3rd Street E in which the jetting machine cannot make it through.  It appears to be heavy tree roots 
partially blocking line.

8) Hauled and land applied 56 loads, or roughly 170,000 gallons, of sludge

9) New sander was delivered and has been installed in the dump truck.  Waiting on one stainless steel bolt 
and a controller.  Can't load with skid loader - need to load with pay loader due to increased height


10) Snow plow was hooked onto the old pay loader.  The new pay loader quick attach will be helpful in order 
to change from plow to bucket to load salt/sand and push up snow piles at Livery Barn. 

B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS Engineering reported on:


1) Crack sealing project was recently completed by the contractor, Bargen Inc.  WHKS needs to review and 
measure footage before payment is made.  Contractor was able to complete crack sealing within Industrial 
Park streets, Prairie Ridge Estates main loop, and a portion of 2nd Avenue.


2) Presented proposed 2019 Storm Water Improvement Project concept.  There would be pipeline and catch 
basins placed from 3rd Ave through the Kenyon-Wanamingo School District, Hillcrest Manor Trailer Court 
to Hill Avenue.  The project would also add water line, shut off valve, and a hydrant to the ice rink.  This 
project has been on the Wanamingo City Council Capital Improvements list.  The project will help to 
properly drain area.  Theobald stated that a feasibility study would be necessary in order to go to Kenyon-
Wanamingo School District and J & L 
Properties to obtain easements and agree to cost sharing for the 
project.  Theobald stated that a feasibility study would run roughly $5,000.  The project has been penciled 
out to cost a little over $100,000.  Administrator Boulton noted that the Council raised sewer rates last year 

in order take on projects with this project being number one priority.  Theobald is looking for formal 
direction from the City Council whether to proceed.  Onsite surveying will need to be completed before there 
is significant snow cover. Ohr asked if
there would be overflow if pipes on Hill Avenue get full.  Theobald 
stated that pipes should be designed to 
overflow and that Hill Avenue has enough fall and overflow volume 
to handle additional flow.  VanDeWalker moved to approve WHKS conducting a feasibility study for the 
proposed 2019 Storm Water Improvement Project, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Wellhead Protection Plan Public Hearing at 7:05PM.  Andy Zeilinskas of WHKS informed the Council that this public hearing is part of the Phase II requirement for the update to the Wellhead Protection Plan.  The City water supply has a low vulnerability to contamination.  The plan looks at the 10-year water supply area.  The area is protected by an impervious layer of soil.  Phase II looks at the history of wells within the area.  There are no open wells that need to be sealed.  The City will need to monitor/implement the plan's City wellhead protection actions moving forward.  Scott Hanson of MN Rural Water stated that he was there as part of the technical assistance.  He stated that the City water supply's low vulnerability makes updating this plan simple.  The City's proposed wellhead protection's are reasonable and should be simple enough to implement/adhere to.  Minnesota Rural Water and the City of Wanamingo should be able to complete the plan in the near future.  No written or oral public comments offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:14PM.
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Prairie Ridge Estates Preliminary Plat, Utility and Drainage Vacation, and Trail Easement Vacation Public Hearing at 7:14PM.  Administrator Boulton explained that there were outstanding issues with the proposed trade of parkland.  The title company was not satisfied with the current proposal.  Kennedy & Graven law firm was able to negotiate an amended proposal in order for the City to be able to vacate the current park land so that the re-platted lots that included the current park land would have title insurance.  Theobald stated that changes to the public hearing notice would need to be made and the notice be published again for the December City Council meeting.  There will be changes that will need to be made to the Development Agreement and vacation resolutions before they are brought back up at the December City Council Meeting.  Theobald brought up the original sidewalk plan.  The City Council had not yet decided whether to enforce the sidewalk plan on new construction that was in place with the original developer.  No written or oral public comments offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:24PM.
VanDeWalker moved to enforce the original sidewalk plan on the new developer of Prairie Ridge Estates with no changes, seconded by Dierks.  David Anderson of Live Well Goodhue County spoke in favor of enforcing the sidewalk plan and suggested that the City adopt a sidewalk policy that would require sidewalk on both sides  of the road.  Information on the benefits to having sidewalks was given and would be provided in writing.  Administrator Boulton stated that the developer had the understanding that the Council was considering enforcing the original plan and that the Council should notify him if they were to consider additional requirements.  VanDeWalker stated that pedestrians, including children should walk on the sidewalk and not streets.  Flotterud stated that he was fine with the original plan.  Pass 5-0-0.
RESOLUTION:
18-056 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and other Services to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for the Collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2019: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.   Mayor Holmes asked if there were any challenges to the certifications. No challenges were made.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-057 = Approving Joint Cooperative Snow Removal Agreement Between the State of Minnesota and City of Wanamingo on Trunk Highway 57 Within the City of Wanamingo for 2018-2019: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-058 = Approving Amended Water Tower Space Rental Agreement with MN WiFi: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Administrator Boulton explained that if approved MN WiFi will now be placing equipment on the Mingo View Water Tower to improve services in Wanamingo.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-059 = Authorizing the City Administrator and Deputy Clerk to Issue a Credit for Sewer Portion on Utility Billing due to Purchase of a second Water Meter on new SFD:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Ohr. Passed 5-0-0.
18-060 = Approving Sidewalk Easement Agreement From Sports Fields to Hill Circle for Hill Circle Townhome Association:  Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-061 = Approving Sidewalk Easement Agreement From Sports Fields to Hill Circle for Richard and Debra McWaters:  Ohr moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
VanDeWalker moved to table Resolutions 18-062, 18-063, 18-064, and 18-065 until the December 10th Wanamingo City Council meeting with the understanding that the resolutions would be subject to recommended changes by the City Attorney before they are taken off the table in December.  Seconded by Dierks.  Boulton explained that the Resolutions were all part of the proposed Prairie Ridge Estates re-plat.  A new public hearing notice will need to be published along with minor changes to the Development Agreement and vacation resolution.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-066 = Approving the Closing of City Hall on the Friday after Thanksgiving:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-067 = Certifying the 2018 Local City Council General Election Results:  Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.  Administrator Boulton presented the certificates of election to Mayor Holmes, Councilmember VanDeWalker, and Councilmember Dierks, the declared winners after the canvassing board (City Council) approved the results.
18-068 = Approving the Renewal of Building Inspection Agreement with Goodhue County:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-069 = Approving Pipeline Easement for Minnesota Energy Resources:  Dierks moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton reported that the City recently renewed health insurance for the next year.  Premiums are set to increase 12% for next year. The City currently covers 100% of employee health insurance premium coverage and up to $250/month for one dependent under section XVI of the attached personnel policy.  The dependent $250/month coverage was implemented in 2015.  The last two years have seen double digit health insurance premium increases.  This has led to significant take home pay reductions to staff with dependant coverage.  The City has two full-time staff that utilize this benefit and two that do not.  The City was not competitive in the last full-time staff hiring because the lack of dependant coverage assistance.  A change was made starting 2015 for the $250/month coverage.  The Personal Committee will be making a recommendation to move from $250/month to $300/month dependant coverage for the Council to consider at the December City Council meeting.  This helps to offset a small portion of health insurance increases the last two years that reduce take home pay.  The cost would be $600/more per year/employee (two employees = $1,200/year) for the City of Wanamingo take on.
Councilmember VanDeWalker stated that employee reviews will be conducted in December by the Personnel Committee.  Input by the City Council on staff would be appreciated for the reviews.  Please direct comments for reviews to the personnel committee.
