ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Kyllo motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed  4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer & Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Picked up and put into storage garbage cans and park benches located on Main Street

2) Making repairs to park benches and picnic tables that are broke and need a new coat of paint

3) Grader repaired - replaced gear box and shaft with used parts found by Council member Ohr for $800.00


4) Pay Loader - temporary repairs made to slide post for wing of plow that was bent - used press and grinder


5) Pay Loader slide post will be replaced next summer when there is more time available


6) Skid Loader broom attachment - bristles replaced because there was nothing left of old bristles - worn


7) Christmas lights/banners up - additional lights were replaced with LED bulbs from incandescent.

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-064 = Approving the Appointment of Jeremiah Flotterud to the Vacant Seat on the Wanamingo City Council: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
Administrator Boulton swore in Jeremiah Flotterud, with the Oath of Office, to the Wanamingo City Council.

Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened the 2016 Budget & Levy Public Hearing at 7:23PM.  Administrator Boulton gave a run through of the Preliminary/Proposed 2016 Budget along with providing a written Memo.  No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:34PM.
15-065 = Adopting Final 2016 Budget: Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-066 = Certifying Final Tax Levy for 2016:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.    Passed 5-0-0.
15-067 = Approving Fire Department Budget & Township Budget Contract Allocation Formula for 2016:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-068 = Approving Licenses (Cigarette & Liquor) for 2016:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-069 = Adopting 2016 1st Quarter Maintenance Work Plan:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-070 = Approving Smith Schafer and Associates Engagement Letter for 2015 City Audit:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-071 = Approving Building Inspection Agreement Extension with Goodhue County:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
Ordinance #172 - 2016 Fee Schedule – 1st Reading – Administrator Boulton went over the recommended changes from 2015 Fee Schedule for the proposed 2016 fee schedule including adding a Special Event (Dance) Permit fee of $25.00 and increasing the Storm Sewer Fee from $1.25/month to $1.50/month, the Garbage Fee from $12.75/month to $13.00/month, and the Recycling Fee from $1.50/month to $1.75/month.  
Administrator Boulton provided a memo on the Emergency Siren Installation set for 2016.  Discussion took place centering on the placement at Torkelson Park compared to at the current downtown location.  It was agreed that the current siren would not survive a move and that the Council wished to have two sirens for redundancy in Wanamingo.  The proposed cost was $24,753.19 for full installation.  Administrator Boulton has a second quote coming.  The lower of the two quotes will be used and the siren will be ordered for placement in spring 2016 at Torkelson Park.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Brandon Theobald of WHKS Engineering spoke regarding Feasibility Report, Proposed Project Schedule, and current City Assessment Policy on the Mingo View Drive/Alley Road Reconstruction Project.  Brandon Theobald and City staff recommend that the council approve the Feasibility Report and Call for a Public Hearing as part of the proposed schedule.  The proposed schedule laid out actions needed every month from December through May for the project.  The lead up to construction would include a number of public hearings on assessment and construction plans.  Council wished to see special assessments reviewed/certified at the time bids are approved rather than after project is completed to know if anyone would contest the assessments.  Brandon Theobald and Administrator Boulton stated that the Council could back out of the project with little costs at any time until the project is bid.  Council Member Ohr had questions on the proposed sewer service repairs and costs to the project on the alley portion of the project.  Brandon Theobald said that they could be rolled into the project as a whole, assessed to the homeowners, or paid out of pocket by the City.  Placing into the project costs was the least time consuming and therefore cheapest in the end.  Council Member Flotterud had questions as to why the City was looking specifically at this alley for paving when other alleys are not paved.  Residents of the alley originally paid to pave this alley because of the large elevation change that caused severe washout and rutting causing vehicles to get stuck.  The Council will consult with the City Attorney for Mingo View Drive questions on assessments for vacant lots.  Whether they would have benefit shown and if they do, possible deferments until developed or a certain period of time.
15-072 = Approving Feasibility Report for Mingo View Drive/Alley road reconstruction project and calling for a public hearing:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened the Ordinance #171 Public Hearing at 7:57PM.  Administrator Boulton went through the proposed changes recommended by the City Attorney through a League of Minnesota Cities Memo on Golf Carts.  No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 8:05PM.
Ordinance #171 Amending 71.07 Motorized Golf Carts Definitions – 2nd Reading – VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.

The City Council reviewed the financials of the 2014/2015 City Pool Operations.  The City Pool operated at a $42,531.74 loss in 2015 compared to a $39,907.95 loss in 2014.  Revenues for both years were near identical, but there was additional costs in 2015 including a new propeller for the pump, rebuilding of an injector, and other maintenance costs.  The Council agreed that the pool is a benefit to the City and they wish to continue to see it operated with the acknowledgement of the losses.  The Council also acknowledged that it is not feasible to increase user rates while maintaining the current usage.

A discussion took place regarding a Christmas party for Council Members, City Staff, and other contracted staff.  Council wished to see a similar party on the 2nd or 3rd Thursday night of January at the Mill Street Tavern in Cannon Falls.

Mayor Holmes wished to congratulate Chris Farrell on his achievement of the rank of Eagle Scout with the ceremony that took place at Wanamingo Lutheran Church on Sunday December 13th.
