ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. Snapped axel on grader in early January – Jeff Benson of Jeff’s Welding assisted with welding axel back up and ordered other parts through Ziegler – hoping to have costs under $800.  New Axel would have cost $1,500.

ii. Replaced heater in well house – old heater quit working – water mains broke – LMNC insurance Trust is assisting in covering costs of repairs

iii. Salt/Sanded a number of times throughout the community – does not work in temperatures under 15 degrees

iv.  Plowed snow off streets a couple of times and cleared snow from around hydrants
v. Light issue was resolved at the back of City Hall

B) Brandon Theobald – WHKS Engineering reported on:

i. Water Tower Painting Project:
1) Traffic Control will take place including closing parking lanes on HWY 57 and a section of 5th Street

2) Tarps will be placed on the ground to collect paint after pressure washing

3) Tower will be repainted silver with a red top and black lettering for Wanamingo

4) Painting will take place during ideal weather conditions from April to August

5) There will be a one year guarantee on paint for touch ups

ii. Well House A Project:
1) Main Well House will be designated as A, Back-up Well House will be designated as B
2) Estimated $17,000 project depending on rebate possibilities from Xcel Energy – reducing electrical load (Possibly $4,000)
3) Check valve is leaking that will be replaced

4) Butter Fly valve not working and will be replaced
5) Painting of pipes will take place

6) Putting simple check valve in

7) VFD electrical Upgrade will take place – integrate into controls system

iii. Well House B Project:

1) Well House B operates manually – no chemical feeds
2) Heater went out – froze pipes from well to the underground – split piping

3) $25,000 project planned – covered by LMNC Insurance – bring back to operational condition

4) Full replace of all piping within the well house

5) Starter system has corrosion from water after piping split

6) Well motor may or may not be okay – won’t know until repairs are made to rest of the system and turn on motor

7) Will set up system in order to integrate updated controls and add chemical feeds in the future (Additional $25,000 costs that will be placed into capital improvements plan for future project)

14-011 = Approving Gambling Permit for Wanamingo Fire Relief Association event on March 1st: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
14-015 = Approving SEMLM Legislative Policies for the 2014 Minnesota Legislative Session:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 

Public Hearing on 2014 City of Wanamingo Small Cities Development Program Application was opened at 7:45pm. 
Karen DuCharme – SEMMCHRA reported on:
a)  SEMMCHRA  (Karen DuCharme) and City (Michael Boulton) applying for Small Cities Development Program Grant
b) Project was brought up at the July 2013 Budget work session
c) City survey was completed over the summer by SEMMCHRA
d) Criteria – Financial needs, urgent threat, or eliminate blight within Wanamingo
e) Application was submitted a couple of months ago – moderately competitive
f) Invited to come back and re-apply
g) We are now targeting a certain area of Wanamingo, rather than the entire community – map included in packets
h) City will place $1,000 towards the project should SEMMCHRA and the City receive the grant
i) Working with Springcroft Apartment owner along with a number of individual homeowners to make upgrades that fit criteria
Caroline Eckloff – community member asked questions on specifics for qualifications and how to apply

Council member Benson asked questions on income qualifications and what kinds of projects are looking to be completed and what would qualify.  Karen DuCharme answered the questions. 
Public Hearing closed at 7:54pm.

14-012 = Approving Amended Small Cities Development Program Application Administered by SEMMCHRA: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

14-013 = Approving plans and specification for water tower painting/rehab and directing WHKS and City Staff to advertise for solicitations of bids:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
14-014 = Approving plans and specifications for the well house A & B repairs/painting and directing WHK and City staff to advertise for solicitations of bids:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Administrator Boulton explained that legally if the City did not have to advertise for bids, it would be financially beneficial to obtain quotes.  Council members agreed to the stipulation.  Passed 4-0-0.

Council Members agreed to take part in Fire Department Snowmobile Run/Chili Feed by entering into the chili cook-off completion.  Council members will personally financially contribute and put the chili together.
