ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.

RESOLUTION:
13-010 = Approving 2013 Wanamingo Fire Department Officers: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-011 = Accepting Yearly Employee Reviews: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-012 = Accepting changes to Wanamingo Emergency Management Plan for 2013: Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-013 = Approving Joint Powers Agreement with City of Wanamingo on behalf of City Prosecuting Attorney and Goodhue County Sheriff’s Department with MN Department of Public Safety, Bureau of Criminal Apprehension: VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-014 = Accepting the donation of a trailer for the John Deere Gator from the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association: VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-015 = Approving the renting of temporary easements to the State of Minnesota for installation and construction of pedestrian walking ramps on City Property at the Riverside Park, Fire Hall, and City Hall: Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-016 = Approving Wanamingo City Council Code of Conduct Policy: Benson moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Discussion took place on need.  Discussion took place on changing item to a job description for future member’s benefits.  Benson moved to table in order to make the proposed Code of Conduct Policy a Council Job Description through the personnel committee, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
PUBLIC HEARING – Mayor Holmes opened the public hearing at 7:25pm

Administrator Boulton explained that a request to rezone the vacant lot next to 113 1st Ave was made by R & R Properties.  The lot is currently zoned R1 and the owners would like to rezone to C1.  Notices were mailed to land owners within 350 feet of the land and a notice was published in the official newspaper.  Zoning changes require a 2/3 vote in the affirmative by the council.
Mike & Jake Rude of R & R Properties spoke about the current limitations of the lot; the narrow street, the oblong-shaped lot, and the current surrounding uses make it difficult for a single-family home to be placed on the lot.  They wish to have it rezoned in order to build a storage units building on the lot with roughly a 35’ by 140’ dimension.  They also wish to eventually tear out the current curb along Railway Street and replace it with drive over style curb.
Jim Kittelson had concerns for Jason Raths building and business.  This change could have impact on access for equipment and parking of equipment.  Mr. Kittelson had concerns of adding a commercial lot on a narrow street (Railway).

Karen Masters had concerns of additional commercial property on a narrow street, possible future assessments, keeping her rental property and surrounding property cleaned up, and future valuations on her property.

Council members had concerns with future parking and traffic flow.  Council members had concerns with future lighting – keeping it away from residential properties.  The Council wished to make sure that Mike and Jake Rude follow up with Jason Raths on parking and traffic flow before building permit is applied for.
Mayor Holmes Closed the public hearing at 7:53pm.
13-017 = Approving Lot 1 & 2 Block 3 Land Split and Rezoning Lot 1 Block 3 from R1 Residential to C1 Commercial: Benson moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
2nd Reading of Ordinance 162 – Water/Sewer service ownership/maintenance responsibility of connections & housekeeping.  Moved by Berquam, Seconded by Majerus. Administrator Boulton explained that the ordinance would clarify ownership of service laterals for water and sewer connections to properties.  It would also ensure that services are fixed if broke and public infrastructure be put back to original condition.  The ordinance also corrects some changes in the certification procedure that should have been removed as part of ordinance #155. Passed 5-0-0.

Southeastern Minnesota League of Municipalities annual meeting update was given by Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton.  They stated there was a meet and greet of local officials, 2013 SEMLM Legislative Policies positions discussions and votes, and Heritage Preservation presentations.
