ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Plowed snow four times and sanded streets on a number of occasions

2) Turned off agitator pump inside Mingo View water tower - rust problems came back to residents near the 
tower. Rust coloration went away after a few days.  Will likely have thick icing inside tower that could cause 
punctures in tower wall when ice is moving up and down after thawing. 

3) Dump truck for salt/sander had emergency brakes seize up for 10 days.  Pitzer's was able to order part 
and make repairs.

4) Had Ag Partners salt/sand town once when the dump truck was down.

5) Continuing to clear snow away from hydrants with skid loader


6) Parker Erickson has been assisting for the last month while City was down a maintenance staff member.

B) David Jacobsen - Hero, Jorstad, and Jacobsen Law Firm, P.A. reported on:


1) Provided a 2018 summary of criminal and civil attorney services


2) City of Wanamingo pays $1,000/month for prosecution services and $400/month for civil work to Hero, 
Jorstad, & Jacobsen Law Firm,
P.A.  

3) Law firm has been handling prosecution since 2011 and civil since 
2014.  Steve Jorstad, current partner, 
handled prosecutions and civil (off and on) for the City since 1975.

4) Law Firm has one full-time and one part-time attorney along with two full-time legal assistants.

5) Gave breakdown of Prosecuted Offenses within City of Wanamingo - 41 offenses


6) There were 155 hours dedicated towards prosecution for the City of Wanamingo in 2018

7) The City of Wanamingo received $2,819.19 in fine revenue after Goodhue County and State of MN 
received their shares


8) Civil attorney work included: reviewed Council packets, drafted ordinances, easement work, agreements, 
assisted with notices, bidding process review, personnel advice, and other legal documents, and provided 
advice to Council and Staff
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
19-012 = Approving Hiring a Part-Time Pool Manager and a Part-Time Assistant Manager: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Holmes stated that Dylan Steberg had done a great job as a lifeguard the last couple of years and had taken on a leadership role last year.  VanDeWalker stated that Julie Steberg would help keep lifeguards in line.  Boulton stated the Julie Steberg would assist in management task but would not be a life guard.  Boulton stated that Corrina Jost would be back for the 2019 season as an additional adult.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-013 = Making Requests to the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners Regarding Solid Waste Designation Ordinance: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Administrator Boulton explained the background with the proposed County Solid Waste Ordinance and the history leading up to where we are at today.  The ball has been set in motion and it was agreed that it would be difficult to oppose/stop.  The strategy would be to request the County board of commissioners provide data for their decision, provide an equitable solution to those with a significant distance to travel to Red Wing, phase in initial tipping fee increase, continued strict oversight for costs of operation of the facility an indicated with initial agreement.  Administrator Boulton, Mayor Holmes, Kenyon Administrator Mark Vahlsing, and Kenyon Mayor Mike Engel worked on the proposed resolution.  The proposed resolution was shared with City Administrators/Clerks (excluding Red Wing) in the County along with a number of townships for joint consideration.  Ohr stated he was concerned with long-term costs of the facility imposed by the City of Red Wing.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-014 = In Support of Venture Southeast Minnesota Diversification Revolving Loan Program Bill: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Administrator Boulton stated that he, Mayor Holmes, and Council member Dierks had attended the annual SEMLM meeting and heard a presentation from Venture SE MN for the revolving loan program bill.  This bill stemmed off the results of the October 2018 SE MN Economic study results showing needs of regional economic diversification, transportation, child care, and housing.  Mayor Holmes stated that if approved the loan program would open up financing for Wanamingo businesses to expand or start in Wanamingo.  Boulton added that this loan program would have been a perfect fit for Maple Island's and Concast's recent expansion.  Administrator Boulton stated that the SEMLM membership voted to approve this item on their list of legislative priorities.  Communities have been asked to provide support resolutions.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-015 = In Support of Rochester International Airport (RST) $7 Million Bonding Request for Runway 2/20 Reconstruction: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Administrator Boulton stated that this was an additional topic that SEMLM membership voted to include on their list of legislative priorities.  Runway 2/20 is in need of reconstruction in order for continued use.  Federal funds through fuel service taxes would pay for a majority of the project.  Dierks stated that the project was needed to continue the airport's relevance and additional use.  Ohr stated 2/20 was a cross runway and is probably at the end of its lifespan.  Passed 5-0-0.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Ordinance #190 - Amending §111.03(E) AND §111.19 Of Chapter 111:  TITLE XI: BUSINESS REGULATIONS– WANAMINGO CODE OF ORDINANCES RE: SUNDAY ON-SALE INTOXICATING LIQUOR Public Hearing at 7:55PM.  Administrator Boulton explained that Barney Nesseth, owner of JB's Tavern, had requested a change for Sunday on-sale liquor hours from 10:00AM start to an 8:00AM start.  Flotterud asked what time JB's opened and what time food was served on Sunday.  Boulton stated that JB's was open for breakfast on Sunday's at 8:00AM.  Patrons had requested a drink such as Bloody Mary's on Sunday mornings.  Boulton stated that the City of Wanamingo had changed Sunday on-sale liquor hours from starting at 12:00PM to starting at 10:00AM in 2014.  This proposed changes is in line with other State law changes loosening liquor laws.  No Public Comments Offered.  Dierks asked if passed how long it would take to go into effect.  Boulton stated 30 days after publication in the official newspaper ordinances go into effect unless they are declared an emergency. Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 8:00PM.
Ordinance #190 - Amending §111.03(E) AND §111.19 Of Chapter 111:  TITLE XI: BUSINESS REGULATIONS– WANAMINGO CODE OF ORDINANCES RE: SUNDAY ON-SALE INTOXICATING LIQUOR - 2nd Reading - Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided an update on the 2019 storm water improvements project.  The project will add storm water line and catch basins starting at 3rd Ave, through the school property, through the Trailer Court, to Hill Avenue, and tie into existing lines on Hill Avenue.  The project will also add a hydrant and extend a water line to the ice rink.  The Kenyon-Wanamingo School District and Trailer Court owners have indicated support of the project and proposed construction agreement.  The School District plans to tie in parts of the school parking lot and roof/tile drains with the project at their expenses.  WHKS will need finish up with surveys, formulate plans, and draw up easements.  The City Attorney has been working with WHKS on agreement agreements for the School District and the Trailer Court.  Administrator Boulton brought up the possible addition of adding a water main loop on the North side of MN TH 60 between 2nd Ave and 3rd Ave to the overall project.  Administrator Boulton stated that the need for this additional loop came out of pressure testing when the downtown water tower was shut down.  A hydrant was flushed to test the pressure on surrounding hydrants in the area.  It was noted that the water main crossing at 3rd Ave to the Industrial Park/Prairie Ridge is a 10" water main.  Prior to the crossing to the South (3rd Avenue) the water main is 6" and is also met by a line from the East (parallel to MN TH 60 along the North side of the road) that is 8".  By looping from 3rd Ave, which is a 10", it should help water pressure drops and quicker time to regain initial pressure.  Dierks moved to approve adding the water main loop located on the North side of MN TH 60 between 2nd Ave and 3rd Ave to the 2019 Storm Water Project.  Direct City Engineer to include in survey and plans. Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.  Flotterud would like to see pressure test results/calculations with adding loop.  Administrator Boulton will reach out to Brandon Theobald and provide numbers to council members.
The City Council reviewed the 2017 & 2018 swimming pool financials for comparisons.  In 2018 the swimming pool brought in $16,075.26 in revenue compared with $17,375.62 in 2017 revenue.  In 2018 the swimming pool had $73,623.07 in expenses compared with $68,546.79 in 2017 expenses.  The swimming pool lost $57,548.21 in 2018 compared with $51,171.17 in 2017.  The losses are funded by the general fund.  The hypothesis for the additional losses in 2018 include increases in State minimum wage laws and less paid patrons/usage. 

Mayor Holmes thanked the Wanamingo Fire Department/Fire Relief Association for putting on the Fire Department/City/Township annual meeting on February 4th.  This is a great opportunity for everyone involved to review the past year's calls, look at planning toward the future, and keeping up strong relationships while getting a chance to socialize.  Mayor Holmes, Council members VanDeWalker, Ohr, and Dierks attended.
Council members agreed to take part in the 10th annual chili cook-off event for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association Vintage Snowmobile Ride and Show.  The Council enters a chili into the competition cook-off each year.
