ADOPT AGENDA:   Ohr motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Plowed snow and scraped ice off roads

2) Salt/sanded roads a number of times

3) Replaced internal bladder for toilet at Medical Center Building

4) Street Signs - Maintenance Staff recommends that the Council should discuss further Stop and Yield sign 
placements.  Council Member VanDeWalker asked that a Memo be drafted and the issue be placed on the 
Council Agenda for discussion at the March meeting.  Council members agreed to discuss at March Meeting.

5) Ice rink was in great shape due to continued maintenance work before warmer weather - season may be 
nearing completion

6) Mingo View water tower - staff continues to monitor water clarity - hydrant is flushed briefly every 
Monday.  Clarity has been excellent at hydrant.  Council Member Flotterud said that there is still clarity 
issues at two of the homes and asks that the circulation pump be turned off for season. City Engineer 
Theobald was asked recommendation and stated that the pump is meant to be run year round.  Staff will 
continue to monitor the clarity at homes still experiencing issues.

7) Wood Chipper request memo was presented to the Council.  Council agreed that a wood chipper should 
be purchased by the City.  They wished to see quotes and specs at march Council meeting.

B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS spoke on:


1) Presented a feasibility report for the 2017 Roadway Improvements Project

2) Feasibility report only included Emerald Valley subdivision asphalt ware course section of work due to 
the potential special assessments that could be levied to property owners

4) Engineer's estimate would be $105,000 - full lot assessments $2,900 and 1/2 lot assessments $1,450


5) A project schedule was presented as part of the feasibility report

6) Additional work will be placed in project plans that will be presented in March to the Council

7) Additional work would be roughly $100,000 - including 5th Street mill/overlay, 5th Street settlement 
repairs, Nelson Drive/Cenex Addition manhole settlement repairs.


8) Council Member Ohr wished to see 4th Street E & W (3 blocks) near City Hall Added to Project


9) Costs for the additional work would be estimated at $150,000


10) Administrator Boulton warned that adding costs to work could jeopardize being able to finance the entire 
project through a bond and would require cash for work beyond the minimum 20% special assessments for a 
General Obligation Bond


11) Council Members VanDeWalker, Flotterud, Dierks, and Mayor Holmes wished to proceed with initial 
recommendation

C) Gary Bakko spoke on:

1) A written request was provided to place a time capsule in the abandoned sewer structure near the 
Wanamingo Nature Trail Entrance


2) Working with maintenance staff to seal up the hazard manhole and prepare it for the time capsule

3) Stated that the time capsule would be sealed for at least 83 years (minimum 2100 opening)

4) A July 4th Ceremony would mark the time capsule placement
D) Kevin Strauss & Sarah Duke Middelton - Zumbro Watershed Partnership spoke on:


1) Wanamingo Riverside Park received a LCCMR (Legislative Citizens Commission on Minnesota 
Recourses Grant

2) Six grants (2016 - Mantorville, Zumbro Falls, and Wabasha. 2017 - Wanamingo, Pine Island, and 
Oronoco)


3) Wanamingo project may include picnic tables, stone benches, gravel trail, camp fire rings, and 
educational kiosks - totaling roughly $13,000 grant in materials

4) Schedule would include: input from Wanamingo public and Council in March, formal approval of a 
project by Council in April, flag and mark out site in May, June - August construction, and October ribbon 
cutting event

E) David Jacobsen - Hero, Jorstad, & Jacobsen Law Firm, P.A. reported on:


1) Presented an annual municipal prosecution report to the City Council for 2016


2) City of Wanamingo pays $1,000/month for prosecution services to Hero, Jorstad, & Jacobsen Law Firm, 
P.A.


3) Gave breakdown of Prosecuted Offenses within City of Wanamingo - 49 offenses


4) There were 138.5 hours dedicated towards prosecution for the City of Wanamingo in 2016


5) The City of Wanamingo received $3,787.84 in fine revenue after Goodhue County and State of MN 
received their shares

RESOLUTION:
17-012 = Approving the Appointment of Laurie Musselman to the vacancy on the EDA Board: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
17-013 = Approving the Placement of a Wanamingo Time Capsule in the Abandoned Sewer Structure near the Wanamingo Nature Trail Entrance: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
17-014 = Receiving Feasibility Report and Calling for a Public Hearing for 2017 Roadway Improvements Project: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.
17-015 = Approving the Purchase and Placement of a City of Wanamingo and Kenyon-Wanamingo School District Welcome Sign: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Ordinance #177 Amending Zoning Code Regarding Energy Production Public Hearing at 8:36PM.  Administrator Boulton explained that there had been requests to place solar panels on a parcel within City limits.  The current Wanamingo Code of Ordinances does not speak to solar power or any energy production.  Mayor Holmes, Administrator Boulton, and City Attorney Jacobsen drafted Ordinance #177 in order to allow for energy production within the City of Wanamingo but have each zoning district list energy production as a conditional use.  The conditional use will allow neighboring property owners to voice concerns.  It will ultimately allow the Council to consider reasonable conditions based on property conditions and concerns from neighbor property owners.  No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 8:45PM.

Ordinance #177 - Amending Zoning Code Regarding Energy Production - 2nd Reading - Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.

Council Member Dierks asked about the status of the request for the placement of a kennel.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton stated that there has been no further contact on the initial request.  Administrator Boulton asked how the Council wanted to address the discrepancy of the Wanamingo Code of Ordinance Sections; 93.06 and 152.33(5).  The Council wished to have language drafted and presented in March to amend section 93.06 in order to align with section 152.33(5) (allow for conditional use of kennels in I2 Industrial Park Zone.  Administrator Boulton and City Attorney David Jacobsen will work towards this request for the March Council Agenda Packet.
