ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed  4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Plowed Snow on three occasions around the community in the last month

2) Scraped/Peeled iced off roads at the intersections between snow falls


3) Salt/Sanded roads a number of times - when temperature below 10 degrees it will not melt


4) Finished repairing/refurbishing Main Street Park Benches


5) Started making repairs to a number of picnic tables located under the water tower, at the ball fields, and at 
Riverside Park


6) Larger discharge pipe was added at the wastewater plant for the cyclone pipe as part of the grit pump

B) David Jacobsen - Hero, Jorstad, & Jacobsen Law Firm, P.A. reported on:

1) Presented an annual municipal prosecution report to the City Council for 2015


2) In 2015, took over full time as the City Attorney for prosecutions for Steve Jorstad


3) Gave breakdown of Prosecuted Offenses within City of Wanamingo - 25 offenses/20 Resolved


4) There were no Wanamingo prosecution cases that had to go to trial in 2015

C) Amy Repinski - Three Rivers Community Action reported on:


1) Hiawatha Transportation is looking at expanding service to the Kenyon-Wanamingo Area

2) Hiawatha Transportation started in 1998 with one community and has now grown to 14 in the three    
County area (48 buses) with the aid of MNDoT funding, charges for service, and local contributions by 
communities served for bus replacement every 6-7 years (20% of costs)

3) The service would be a 'curb to curb', dial a ride service, similar to Zumbrota

4) Riders would be encouraged to call in 24 hours in advance or else it would be 'first come, first served'

5) A number of steps would need to take place including communities surveys, City Council support 
resolution/letter to show interest in order for a pilot program to occur

6) The pilot program would be two years, utilizing an existing older 16 passenger bus in order to show a 
minimum user threshold of at least three rides/ hour (cost would be $1.75/ride for passengers) along with 
seeing what hours of operation are needed within the communities


7) If the pilot program is successful, MNDoT would fund the program permanently along with charges for 
services, and the local contributions toward bus replacement (20% of costs)


8) Council agreed that they are comfortable looking into the program and would consider a resolution of 
support in the coming month(s)
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-009 = Accepting 2016 Employee Reviews: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0.
16-010 = Authorizing and Approving GIS Contract Extension Agreement with Goodhue County: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
16-011 = Approving Plans and Specifications for the 2016 Roadway Improvements Project and Call to Advertise for Bids:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Brandon Theobald of WHKS presented plans and specifications to the Council.  Council Member Ohr stated that Mark Nerison was in the audience and wanted to speak about the evergreen tree on the northwest side of Mark Nerison's property as part of the alley project.  Brandon Theobald stated that the tree in question could be removed or could be worked around as part of this project.  However, the project scope of work would require cutting tree roots that would damage and could eventually kill the tree.  Mr. Nerison stated that he wished for the tree to remain because it was over 120 years old.  Mr. Nerison also did not want to pay for the tree removal costs because he is paying for the assessment as part of the alley reconstruction.  He also stated that he does not utilize the alley because he has no garage/parking access from the alley.  Estimated costs could run between $700-$2,500 for removal of the tree.  Council agreed that the tree would not be directly taken down as part of the project.  Further, the City would take the tree down (at the City's expense) if the tree dies within five years.  Brandon Theobald stated that the alley scope of the project needed to be modified because of the condition of parts of the road along with the sewer spot repairs.  There will no longer be a mill in place option because of the feasibility.  It will be simpler to cut out 12" to 18", place fabric down, then place aggregate, and finally place the asphalt.  This change will add $8,000 to $10,000 to the cost of the alley project.  Council Member Flotterud asked about the possibility of hooking up water service to those not currently serviced before Mingo View Drive is reconstructed.  Brandon Theobald stated that this could be done, privately, by the homeowner before the road is reconstructed.  Administrator Boulton stated that these potential water hookups would not be coordinated or included in the scope of project but would be encouraged to be completed if requested by the homeowners before the reconstruction project is started.  Council Member Flotterud requested that additional asphalt be considered at the Sjoblom driveway in order for a bus turnaround.  This would be considered in the plans according to Brandon Theobald.  Council Member Flotterud also requested that Brandon Theobald look into the surface water drainage at 2124 Mingo View Drive (Ben Bakken's lot) and the lot to the North in order to bring surface water along the ditch of Mingo View rather than through property owners' lots.  If necessary adding a culvert to the driveway at 2124 Mingo View Drive and shaping the ditch to accomplish this.  Passed 4-0-0.
16-012 = Approving Personnel Committee Recommended Updates to the Wanamingo Employee Evaluation System Policy:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0.
16-013 = Approving the Hire of Karen Masters for the Deputy Clerk Position:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Mayor Holmes stated that he would be abstaining because Karen Masters is his mother-in-law.  Passed 3-0-1.
16-014 = Approving Temporary Offsite Gambling Permit for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0.
