ADOPT AGENDA:   Majerus motioned to adopt the agenda with the addition of Resolution 15-013, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Kyllo to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Plowed snow and sanded streets a couple of times
ii. Made minor repairs to the grader and pay loader
iii. Fixed a support bar on air tubes at the wastewater plant

iv. Well House painting complete – main well house running again

v. Scraped ice/snow on streets when weather was cooperative

vi. Took Christmas lights down and put them away for the season
vii. Livery Barn – basement clean-up complete – took additional scrap iron down for recycle

1) Cycle mower and chain link fence sold as surplus

viii. Aluminum can wagon dumped

ix. Flooded ice rink to make thicker ice when weather was cooperative

x. Annual Fire Extinguisher check was made by Clarey’s Fire Safety
xi. Two step ladders purchased (12’ and 6’), 2-part poxy paint purchased for floor of shop office, break room, and bathroom

xii. Pallet jack picked out to be purchased at Northern Tool for use in Livery Barn

B) Robert Benson reported on:

i. Has had safety concerns with the MN HWY 57/MN HWY 60 intersection for many years
ii. Has spoke with MNDOT on this subject and other subjects over the years

iii. Does not think that signs, flashing lights, or a signal light will help with safety at the intersection

iv. Would like to see a roundabout be requested to MNDOT to be installed at the intersection

v. Would like to see State Representative and State Senator brought in to put pressure on MNDOT for safety changes

vi. Mayor Holmes thanked Mr. Benson for attending the meeting and bringing up the subject that the Council is and will be working on

C) Keith Krier Reported on:

i. Made a formal complaint on nuisance junk enforcement needed with a lot in his neighborhood
ii. Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton will follow up with inspection and possible action

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-010 = Accepting Yearly Employee Reviews for 2014 Completed Employee Reviews: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Out of reviews, two suggested items will be followed up with; quarterly meetings involving staff and 1 to 2 council members on employee relations, current projects, needs, and possible issues.  The second involves the Council ending their April or May Regular Council Meeting by conducting site visits of City Facilities lead by the Maintenance Staff.  This will be placed in the agenda prior to the April or May meeting by the Mayor and Administrator.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-011 = Approving Brandi Kyllo as Wanamingo Pool Manager and Stephanie Kish as Assistant Pool Manager: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-012 = Awarding the Sale of General Obligation Crossover Refunding Bonds, Series 2015A, in the Original Aggregate Principal Amount of $2,040,000; Fixing their form and specifications; Directing their execution and delivery; Providing for the escrowing and investment of the proceeds thereof; and providing for the redemption of bonds refunding thereby:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Administrator Boulton explained that Standard and Poor’s had reaffirmed the City of Wanamingo Bond Rating at an A-.  Standard and Poor’s expressed a desire for the City to have a larger General Fund Balance Reserve and to free current reserve money from other funds that have borrowed against the balance.  The resolution provides for a total savings of $264,246.88 over the life of the new bonds compared to the old bonds.  This includes savings from better interest from the market and from bond insurance that will give the City an AA rating.  The proposed total savings is the net of all savings minus the cost of issuance, insurance, and other items laid out to the Council in the paperwork by Northand Securities.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-013 = Approving the Combination of Tax Parcels:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
Administrator Boulton gave an update and an explanation of the SEMLM annual meeting that took place in Rochester last week.   There was official business by the SEMLM including legislative priorities discussion and voting.  The group also heard from a representative of Explore Minnesota, specifically on how tourism affects the State, Region, and local Counties.  This event was well attended by local cities elected and appointed officials, area representatives, and event sponsored business representatives. 

Administrator Boulton gave an update on the process for hiring new fire department fireman.  Official notices will be posted in the Zumbrota Paper.  Applications are being accepted now until March 4th.  The hiring committee will conduct interviews and the make recommendations to the City Council.  The Council will consider the recommendations at the Council meeting in April. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Administrator Boulton provided a memo on the HWY 57/HWY60 intersection safety.  He outlined past pushes by the City to have MNDOT make the intersection safe.  Administrator Boulton outlined changes that have occurred since the City last went to MNDOT.  The Council discussed strategies for moving forward.  Strategies included not focusing on any one solution for the intersection safety.  Letters of support will be gathered from individuals and businesses.  Accident data will be gathered from the Goodhue County Sherriff’s Department, Wanamingo Fire Department/First Responders, and Minnesota Highway Patrol.  A City delegation will then go to MNDOT along with the assistance from Area State Representative and State Senator requesting for MNDOT to address the safety concerns.
