ADOPT AGENDA:   Majerus motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
1) City Dump Truck and Lift Truck has DOT Inspection

2) Plowed snow, cleaned ice off streets, and salt/sanded a number of times

3) Had a difficult time with drifting on 3rd Ave, 9th Street, and Prairie Ridge Development

4) Assisted in thawing water service lines when proper equipment was available.  Had to order 150 feet of 1/8 inch hose for service lines that could not be thawed

5) Cleaned snow from around water hydrants a couple of times

6)  Floor drains at City Shop froze up – had to jet out with hot water to get them opened back up
7) Toilet replaced at workout center and hot water circulation pump replaced at OMC – Both in Medical Center

8) Water came in at City Hall in the front door – curb/gutter on Main Street full of ice.  Water came up and got along foundation and sidewalk.  The water found a weak spot near the front door of the foundation.  Cleared curb/gutter of ice and cleaned up water in City Hall.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
14-016 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills towards the 2015 Property Taxes: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  No objections from those who were notified that they could challenge their assessment.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-017 = Adopting 2014 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-018 = Adopting 2014 Swimming Pool Fees & Schedule:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
Nate Anderson from WHKS spoke about the process of bids for the water tower painting project and quotes for the well houses rehab project.  Questions were asked about bid bonds on the low bidder, to which K&W Coatings, LLC, TJ’s Trucking & Excavating, and Automatic Systems all had.  A question was asked on paint overspray.  Road and lane closures will occur and the contractor does have insurance on overspray.  A question was asked regarding guarantee on painting – one year with free touch ups.

14-019 = Awarding Bid and entering into an agreement on Water Tower Painting Project, 2014-1:  Benson moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-020 = Authorizing the approval of low quote and entering into an agreement on well houses rehab projects, 2014-2 and 2014-3:  Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
Administrator Boulton asked for a consensus from the Council as to the amount to request from Minnesota Rural Water Micro Loan on the two projects.  There are some outstanding questions to what LMC Insurance Trust will pay towards back-up well house repairs and if there will be need for additional work not scoped out in the bid and quote.  The Council said to request $150,000 for the April meeting from Minnesota Rural Water. 

14-021 = Approving Coverage for elected officials of worker’s compensation through League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust: VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-022 = Approving support for the league of Minnesota Cities’ bill dealing with alternative publication options for Cities: Benson moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Council debated reasons for and against supporting the bill.  Berquam moved to table, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
Ordinance #166 – Amending Wanamingo City Code 111.03 & 111.19 – Hours of Sunday Liquor Operation – 1st Reading – the City Council is entertaining a consideration to change earliest hours of operation on Sunday on-sale liquor from 12:00pm to 10:00am.  State law allows for 10:00am operation.
OLD BUSINESS: 

Snow Removal Policy discussion took place.  The Council agreed to keep the policy the same.  They noted that it is difficult to be consistent from snow fall to snow fall because each event has different circumstances that follow.  The Council recognized the hard work of the City staff on snow removal.  The Council also recognized the frustrations with the snow removal process by the public during this snow season.  Consistent citizen complaints were discussed on time of start of plowing and salt/sanding.  The City will continue to wait to plow until event is over or large snow event is forecast to which plowing could be done multiple times.  The City salt/sanded the streets more than the last three years combined.  Salt/sand does not work when temperatures for over 30 days were below zero and 10 degrees above is needed.  The Council agreed that information about the activities of staff, including snow fall needs to be given to the public in a better forum.  A social media policy will be presented at the April City Council Meeting.  Once a policy is in place, a Facebook page will be developed to inform the public about the major items and days when maintenance items are completed.
