ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) February was a big month for snow plowing keeping staff schedules full most of the month

2) Pushed up snow banks along roads in Industrial Park, Prairie Ridge, and Emerald Valley


3) Salt/sanded roads between snow removal

4) Continuing to clear snow away from storm grates and hydrants with skid loader


5) Parker Erickson has continued assisting City during snow events

6) Moved Street Sweeper out of storage in order to start preparation for season

7) Monty Schaefer will be attending Certified Pool Operator (CPO) recertification classes March 13 & 14


8) Monty Schaefer took class D Waste Water License exam on March 7th - results pending

B) Paul Clauson - Kenyon-Wanamingo School District reported on:


1) Provided an update on the Kenyon-Wanamingo School District construction projects at the Wanamingo 
and Kenyon site

2) The Wanamingo site will include drainage work that will tie into the City of Wanamingo's 2019 Storm 
Water Improvements Project.  KW Schools is also working with WHKS Engineering on their work separate 
from the City of Wanamingo's project.

3) The School Project will add drainage along the gymnasium building to the south along the alley and turn 
east at the new ball field in order to connect to the City storm sewer project. 


4) The roof tile line outlet for the new addition will daylight to east side of the building.

5) Paul Clauson stated that the school district wished to turn over land between 333 3rd Avenue and 401 3rd 
Avenue.  Boulton explained that there was a roadway platted but never built in this area that was vacated.  
The property to the north (333 3rd Avenue) received half the land while the property to the south (401 3rd 
Avenue) received the other half.  The property to the south was owned the by the school district at that time 
(Superintendant's home).  402 3rd Avenue was sold to Henry Syverson without the vacated roadway land at 
the time.  Therefore the KW School District owns half of the old platted roadway.  This land was utilized as 
an entrance to the old football field.

6) Wanamingo portion of Construction project is most of the way completed including gymnasium, art room, 
music room, and early childhood family education room

7) Kenyon portion has work left to complete.  Wood floors in the gymnasium need to be installed.  The 
wrestling room needs to be painted.  The batting cage has been installed.  The weight room ceiling is 
installed with the painting and floor still needing to be complete.  The front entry has work to be completed.  
The bathrooms are currently being worked on.  There is no timetable on the sidewalks that need to be poured 
and other exterior work yet to be completed.
C) Chad Vieths and Elizabeth Eliason, owners o Flour Child Bakery reported on:


1) Shared concerns with the City Council regarding a frozen water service line at the cake shop (237 Main 
Street).

2) Frozen water line started on 3/6/19 - Chad checked the pipe before meter and no water

3) Cat's Construction, plumber, with 600 gallon warm water jetter was hired to come in on 3/8/19 - could not 
get through the pipe past the water shut off valve near the street.  Thought that it is either narrowed line and 
still froze, plugged with sediment/rock, or a kinked pipe.

4) The bill for the plumber was $500.  Administrator Boulton indicated that the City would pay the bill.  The 
maintenance staff was not available to assist when the frozen pipe was identified.  Chad Vieths requested to 
hire plumber and Boulton agreed.

5) City Staff will temporarily connect from the fire hydrant at the corner of Main Street and 3rd Street E to 
the building.  Route 60 will be installing an outside facet to hook up the temporary water line.  Chad Vieths 
and Elizabeth Eliason will pay for the installation of the facet because they did not want to run the line 
through the doors.  The line will stay connected during the week and water turned on at night.  It will be 
disconnected during the weekend to avoid troubles.  Water use estimates will be used for billing during this 
time period for Flour Child cake shop.

6) Boulton stated that the maintenance staff would monitor the service line and hope that it unthaws in the 
coming weeks.  The City does not intend to dig up the service line unless the service line fails to open up 
again by mid May. The City had trouble with frozen services a few years ago.  The one that could not be 
jetted out that year broke loose a couple of weeks after it had froze once the frost came out of the ground.  
Boulton indicated that MNDOT frost measurement depths had showed that frost had gone past 60 inches in 
the area on 3/11/2019.  Boulton also indicated that a number of water service lines had froze around the State 
this week, as reported on the League of Minnesota Cities Clerks-Administrators' email list serve.
NEW BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton gave an update on the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MNDoT) MN TH's 57 & 60 roundabout.   Mayor Holmes, Council Member Ohr, Monty Schaefer, Brad Kennedy, and Administrator Boulton attended the MNDOT final plan review meeting for the proposed Roundabout on March 5th.  The City was informed that it will no longer have any cost sharing/participation with any of the Roundabout/roadway/sidewalk installation.  The City was told that MNDoT's plan review process came back with plans that included an 8 foot sidewalk path starting at Quamme’s Garage at the Beverly Street and 57 east side of the intersection and headed south crossing 60 and headed all the way to the entrance of Cenex parking lot on the south end of the project.  Two items came up for the Council to discuss, including what, if anything, they wish to see placed (plants, sculpture, sign) inside the mound area and potential detours if the intersection is closed during construction.  Improvements to the mounded area can be completed the following year (2021).  The installation of a water line to the mounded area before or during the roundabout construction project was discussed.  Ohr stated that a water line should be installed if there are any green plants because under the top layer of black dirt would be gravel and would dry out easily.  Boulton stated that to install a water line would require over 350 feet in pipe with a rough estimated price of $20,000.  VanDeWalker and Holmes both indicated that they lean towards the installation of a water line.  Ohr stated that he would work with Zumbro Valley Landscaping to draw up a design for plants within the mounded area for the MNDoT grant application.  Flotterud brought up working with Kenyon-Wanamingo Schools for some sort of a sign as part of the rebranding process that is currently being reviewed.  Flotterud asked that Council members take photos of roundabouts with esthetically desired mound areas for ideas.  Boulton explained that MNDOT may shut down the intersection during construction leading to detours.  Shutting down the intersection and re-routing traffic will save MNDOT money both in not having to keep it open and better bidding prices.  The east/west detour would be on County Roads 10 and 12.  The proposed north/south would start at Beverly Street, turn north on 3rd Ave through the industrial park, turn west on 9th Street, and back to 57.  If the City allowed this there is a very good chance that they would cost share in patching/mill and overlay of Beverly Street two blocks and the Beverly/3rd Ave intersection.  These areas are already on the City Pavement Management plan for patch/mill and overlay.  City Engineer Brandon Theobald stated that each block of mill and overlay would be roughly $50,000.  There would potentially be three blocks that would need attention after a potential detour was placed on them for three months.  The City Council was originally planning and budgeting $50,000-$150,000 contribution towards sidewalks and roadway improvements local contribution on the proposed roundabout.  These planned/budgeted funds could shift and be spent on sharing street work costs for the three blocks on Beverly and the 3rd Ave Street.  VanDeWalker thought that the detour through City Streets with MNDoT cost share to fix them after made sense.  Holmes indicated that an official or unofficial detour would put strain on these streets regardless.  Ohr is open to the idea and is interested to hear back on cost share for repairs after the detour.  Boulton stated that an open house would take place on April 8th starting at 5:30PM at the Community Center.  A public hearing for Municipal Consent at the Council meeting on the project to follow at 7:00PM. 

RESOLUTION:
19-016  = Approving Fire Department New Hires: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Administrator Boulton explained that he and Mayor Holmes took part in the interview process with five current fireman.  The recommendations were based on points assessed as part of both the applications and interviews.  At the beginning of the process it was unclear the exact number of openings until a retirement notification letter was received.  After the retirement this solidified five open positions.  After the application and interview process the committee's point driven work came up with five top choices to recommend for hire.  The top five candidates out of eleven were clearly qualified, including immediate day time availability, current fireman, EMT training, medical training, heavy equipment operation, mechanic work, and electrician, and military experience.  Mayor Holmes stated that the City appreciates all the of candidates that applied.  It is amazing to have so many people willing to be volunteers for the community.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-017 = Approving 2019 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-018 = Approving Sidewalk Easement Agreement From Sports Fields to Hill Circle for Townhome Association: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Administrator Boulton explained that Resolutions 19-018 and 19-019 will replace Resolutions 18-060 and 18-061.  Rapp surveying provided better definitions and further documentation was needed since the passing of one of the property owners.  Once approved, VanDeWalker would like the Council and Staff to consider signage and other physical changes to the bridge crossing in order to slow down motor vehicle traffic.  There have been a number of close calls with motor vehicles and pedestrian traffic.  Schaefer stated that the arborvitae bushes would be trimmed.  Administrator Boulton stated that the Council should put up signs for speed limit or motor vehicle restrictions prior to installation and enforcement.  Council agreed to revisit the issue this summer.  The maintenance staff will need to examine the condition of the pedestrian walking bridge to see if the decking and/or any of the structure needs replacement.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-019 = Approving Sidewalk Easement Agreement From Sports Fields to Hill Circle for McWaters: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.

19-020 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and Other Services to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for Collection with 2020 Real Estate Taxes:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Mayor Holmes asked if anyone wished to contest the certifications.  No input was given.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Administrator Boulton provided an update on the 2019 storm water improvements project.  WHKS was able to conduct some of the necessary surveying for the proposed easements and to put together construction plans.  They may need to come back to town once the snow has melted.  This will allow them to double check work that was estimated due to the snow cover.  The City Council added the water main looping project between 2nd Avenue and 3rd Avenue on the north side of MN T.H. 60 in February.  The main portion of the project will include adding storm water line and catch basins starting at 3rd Ave, through the school property, through the Trailer Court, to Hill Avenue, and tie into existing lines on Hill Avenue.  Finally the project will add a hydrant and extend a water line to the ice rink.  WHKS will be working with the City Attorney, David Jacobsen, to put together the proposed easements.  David Jacobsen will also be drafting the construction agreements between the City and both the School District and Trailer Court.  The Kenyon-Wanamingo School District and Trailer Court owners support the proposed project and construction agreement.
The Wanamingo Fire Relief Association Vintage Snow Mobile Ride, Chili Cook-Off, and Bean Bag Tournament went very well.  This was the highest attended event in the ten years.  The Council chili did not place in the cook-off event but was well received.
