ADOPT AGENDA:   Ohr motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Plowed snow and salt/sanded roads a number of times

2) Repaired storm sewer drain on Beverly Street

3) Reset manhole on 4th Street E to the east of City Hall one block that was hit and moved by snow plow


4) Built shelving and wall mounts for tools at the Community Garden as part of the Live Well Goodhue 
County Grant


5) Purchased materials and constructed frame for City/School District welcome sign

6) Constructed plainer attachment for skid loader


7) Mingo View water tower - staff continues to monitor water clarity - Tower circulation pump has been 
turned off for season.  Staff will continue to monitor the clarity at homes still experiencing issues.

8) Updated Wood Chipper request memo and estimates were presented to the Council.  Holmes moved to 
approve the purchase of Woodmaxx WH-8H PTO Wood Chipper w/hydraulic in-feed estimate of 
$2,799.00, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.


9) A memo was provided regarding a staff request for additional Street Signs - Maintenance Staff 
recommends that the Council should discuss further Stop and Yield sign placements (stop/yield signs at the 
following locations: Sandy Court/Nelson Drive, Ruby Court/5th Street E, 3rd Street E/5th Street E, 5th Street 
W/High Avenue, 3rd Street W/West Avenue, and 2nd Street W/West Avenue).  A newspaper notice and a 
Facebook notice will be placed for a public hearing in order to obtain public input on the recommend 
additional street signs.  The Council will conduct a public hearing and then consider a resolution with the 
recommendations at the April meeting.
B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS spoke on:

Mayor Holmes opened up the public hearing on the 2017 Roadway Improvements Project at 7:10PM


1)Presented a power point presentation including information that was in the feasibility report for the 2017 
Roadway Improvements Project. that was previously presented in February to the City Council and public

2) Engineer's estimate would be $105,000 - full lot assessments $2,900 and 1/2 lot assessments $1,450


3) Additional maintenance/non assessed work will be will be bid with the project

4) Additional work would be roughly $100,000 - including 5th Street mill/overlay, 5th Street settlement 
repairs, Nelson Drive/Cenex Addition manhole settlement repairs.
Teresa Sabin-Olson inquired as to access to her home during construction.  Brandon Theobald stated that disruption of access could be an hour or two, but that full access would be available to homeowners.  Teresa Sabin-Olson asked if the manhole and water shut off covers would be flush with the road when completed.  Brandon Theobald stated that that each would be adjusted by the contractor.  On behalf of David Frederickson, Curt Quam inquired as to why the lot (east half) would benefit from the assessment.  Brandon Theobald stated that parcels that receive benefit (in this case 2nd layer of bituminous), this lot has over 100 feet of benefit, were recommended by staff for assessment consideration.  Curt Quam stated that the east half of the lot is unbuildable due to easements.  Curt Quam asked if the lot could be assessed at the 1/2 assessment rate as per the proposed townhome lot rate on this project.  Staff could not confirm if and how big the easement in question was on the property.  The easement would be reviewed by staff and brought back to the April City Council meeting.  Council member Flotterud asked if information could be provided if the east half of the lot was in the original Emerald Valley Development before an assessment decision was made.  Flotterud also had concerns if the lot was a buildable lot that the assessment reflected the potential.  Council member Ohr had concerns with previous assessments and access to the property as part of the assessment conclusion to the property in question.  Staff will prepare the Frederickson lot as a full lot and 1/2 lot in the final assessment rolls next month.  The Council will consider the final decision on the lot in April.  Kim Olson inquired as to the status of the associations as part of the Emerald Valley Development being dissolved.  Administrator Boulton stated that this was being handled by attorney Steve Jorstad.  Mr. Jorstad is out of town and can answer the question when he returns.  Sherri Baker, on behalf of Ron Liu, stated that the Council should be considering the future the Emerald Valley Subdivision next phase.  The underground utility mains are in while the rest of the infrastructure would need to be built.  Ron Liu's concerns are that the City needs to put together a plan as to when and how the next phase is completed due to a lack of developer (lots owned by a couple of individuals including Ron Liu, the City, and State of Minnesota.  Brandon Theobald had concerns with developing this area until the Wanamingo housing market can handle additional lots.  Council member Flotterud wants to concentrate on current project to save the base bituminous layer of the road to make this development attractive and built on the lots currently available.  Brandon Theobald stated that fairly priced lots are being pushed out to communities further away from Rochester as part of demand, making Wanamingo more attractive at this time.  Administrator Boulton stated that the City would monitor the need for the next phase and would be the main player in development when the Council decides that the time is right to move forward.  Brad Kennedy asked if the City would consider contributing to the cost of the project rather than 100% assessment against the properties.  He asked if the City should have had a letter of credit or some sort of financial surety.  Administrator Boulton and Mayor Holmes agreed that the City did not require a letter of credit or financial surety at the time.  Mayor Holmes stated that the make-up of Council and Staff had turned over and the City was moving forward to complete the work.  Administrator Boulton reminded the Council that the City had yet to except the development as completed.  The City has completed maintenance and plowed the roads in the subdivision.  This becomes a gray area for City responsibility and that the Council would need to review if they wished the City to be a financial participant with the final bituminous lift to the road.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 8:05pm.

C) Karen DuCharme - SEMMCHRA spoke on:


1) Post Grant reporting for the MN DEED Grant (SCDP) that Wanamingo received and was administered 
between 2014-2016

2) Grant was used for $194,000 on single family homes (8 homes rehabbed), $294,000 on the Springcroft 
Apartments (31 units - able to leverage $300,000 additional state dollars, and $20,000 to apartment owner)

3) Returned $18,000 to State because last single family home project fell through without time to look for 
another applicant


4) Need to report to State for next ten years and administer revolving fund if need to repay early by single 
family home owners due to selling home (owe 100% in first 6 years, 20% decrease each year after)

5) Resolution and Contract with SEMMCHRA to be considered in New Business

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
17-016 = In Support of Southeast Minnesota Regional Economic Development Study: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-017 = Adopting 2017 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-018 = Approving the Aggregate Transfer of $75,000 from the 602 Sewer Fund to the 316 & 328 Debt Service Funds: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Ohr inquired if the full $142,259 that the two debt service funds are behind could be permanently transferred in 2017 to bring the fund balance to $0.  Administrator Boulton explained the 5-year plan to bring the fund balance out of the red.  He went on to state that the plan could be modified at any time.  Flotterud and Dierks expressed that they each wished to follow the current plan.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-019 = Approving Brandi Kyllo as part-time Pool Manager and Ellyn Beulke as part-time Assistant Pool Manager: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-020 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and Other Services to the County Auditor for Collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2018: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Mayor Holmes asked if anyone wished to contest the certifications.  No input was given.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-021 = Approving an Administrative Contract with SEMMCHRA for the MN DEED Grant (SCDP) Dealing with Follow-Up Grant Administration: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-022 = Ordering Improvements and Directing Preparation of Final Plans and Specifications for the 2017 Roadway Improvements Project: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Ohr expressed his desire to place additional roadwork as part of the project.  Ohr said that he agreed with the Emerald Valley scope of the work, but thought that some of the maintenance work could be traded and added onto to fix the worst streets first, including 4th Street on either side of Main Street.  Holmes, Dierks, and Flotterud wished to keep with the current scope of the work but agreed to a detailed plan for the next phase of work in the coming years.  Administrator Boulton and City Engineer Theobald would work on providing greater detail as to the next phases to accomplish the roadway improvement plan, including 4th Street on either side of Main Street.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-023 = Approving Plans and Specifications for the 2017 Roadway Improvements Project and Call to Advertise for Bids: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
Ordinance #178 - Amending Wanamingo Code of Ordinances 93.06 - Kennels - 1st Reading - Administrator Boulton explained that the Council wished to see an ordinance drafted to bring Wanamingo Code of Ordinance, sections 93.06 & 152.76, into line.  If adopted, it would allow kennels under I2 Industrial zoning with a conditional use permit.
Administrator Boulton let the Council know that City Attorney, David Jacobsen, would be reviewing the City Alcoholic Beverages (Liquor) Ordinances.  The State of Minnesota recently passed Sunday Off-Sale liquor sales, starting July 1, 2017.  If changes are needed in order to be in line with recent revisions to State Statutes, City Attorney David Jacobsen will draft ordinance changes in the coming months for future Council consideration.
OLD BUSINESS: 
The City Council reviewed the 2015 & 2016 swimming pool financials for comparisons.  In 2016 the swimming pool had $15,653.05 in revenue compared with $16,919.84 in 2015 revenue.  In 2016 the swimming pool had $61,500.28 in expenses compared with $59,451.58 in 2015 expenses.  The swimming pool lost $46,906.03 in 2016 compared with $42,531.74 in 2015.  The losses are funded by the general fund.  The hypothesis for the additional losses in 2016 include increases in State minimum wage laws and less paid patrons/usage. 

Council Member Flotterud inquired as to the status of FEMA reimbursement for the September 2016 flooding damage.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton have a meeting on 3/14/2017.  The City has incurred a little over $80,000 in repair costs.  The City have been approved for a little over $60,000 in grant reimbursements.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton are working on obtaining an additional $10,000 in grant reimbursements as part of the project.  A number of items that were completed as part of the project have been deemed ineligible for grant reimbursement.
