ALSO PRESENT:   Alicia Hunt-Welch – Zumbrota News Record, Terri Lenz – Kenyon Leader, Monty Schaefer, Brad Kennedy, and Brandon Theobald - WHKS.
ADOPT AGENDA:   Majerus motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Majerus to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
Mayor Holmes expressed his condolences to Jeff Evert family.  Jeff Evert passed away unexpectedly on March 8th.  Mr. Evert was a community leader, public servant, and friend to all.  He will be missed.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer & Brad Kennedy reported on:
i. Plowed snow a couple of occurrences – hoping we are close to the end of the snow season
ii. Worked on ice rink a number of times – may be end of the season.  It worked well this year.  Maybe next season there should be a schedule of when warming house will be open.
iii. Attended MWWA Meeting in Pine Island for waste water
iv. 2-Part Epoxy Painted break room, office, and bathroom at street shop

v. Painted break room lighter color at street shop

vi. Purchased pallet jack from Northern Tool & Equipment

vii. Repaired cutting edges on grader and pay loader
viii. Street Sweeper ready to go – main broom replaced
ix. Built rack for portable picnic tables at the Community Center – there was a safety issue with possible tipping over

x. Started trimming trees on Main Street – more trimming to follow around town

xi. McCarthy Well Inspection completed for year – they recommend starting the back-up well once a month as routine

B) Brandon Theobald – WHKS reported on:

i. Waste Water Plant Digester Roofs Rehab Project is in the Wanamingo Capital Improvements Plan (CIP) for 2015
ii. The roofs will need to be cleaned (pressure washed) and painted (with a jell coat) for UV protection

iii. We obtained 2 quotes for the project with onsite reviews by contractors – over the $25,000 requirement for 2 quotes, but under the $100,000 full bid process requirement.  There are not a lot of contractors that do this kind of work.

iv. The low quote is from Champion Coatings, Inc. for $32,500 – under the CIP budgeted dollar amount.
v. For comparison new aluminum roofs would run roughly $200,000 

vi. WHKS recommends awarding quote to Champion Coatings, Inc. with an August 2015 completion date.  WHKS has worked with Champion Coatings, Inc on painting projects in other communities that they serve
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-014 = Approving the Certification of Delinquent Utility Bills to the 2016 Property Taxes: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Administrator Boulton stated that parcel number 70.140.0330 had paid the bill after the Council packets went out.  This will be taken off the certification list.  Mayor Holmes asked if anyone was there to contest certification.  No one was present to contest the certification.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-015 = Adopting Wanamingo 2015 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-016 = Approving Coverage for Elected Officials through Workers Compensation Provided through LMCIT:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-017 = Adopting 2015 Swimming Pool Fees and Schedule:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Administrator Boulton discussed the 2013 and 2014 swimming pool financials.  The pool lost additional dollars in 2014 for the following reasons:  Less revenue from passes, lessons and water aerobics.  Additional expenses in the utilities and equipment R & M.  The Council wished to see the Swimming Pool continue to operate at the current loss.  Administrator Boulton also explained about the minimum wage law changes.  Once sorted through and implemented, this will add to costs of staff in 2015.  Passed 4-0-0.
15-018 = Authorizing the Sewer Plant Digesters’ Roofs Painting/Rehab, Wanamingo City Project 2015 -1:  Berquam moved to approve, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 4-0-0.

15-019 = Approving the transfer of $100,000 from the 602 Sewer Fund to the 316 Debt Service Fund: Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0.
Ordinance #169 Authorizing and Regulating the Conduction of Open Burning within the City of Wanamingo – 1st Reading – Council discussed adding language to the Code of Ordinance for burning.  They agreed that the language was what they were looking for.  The Administrator will speak with the commercial property currently burning before consideration of the ordinance at the April City Council Meeting.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Administrator Boulton gave an update on the process for hiring new fire department fireman.  Official notices have been posted in the Zumbrota Paper.  Applications have been accepted and are now closed as of March 4th.  The hiring committee will conduct interviews and the make recommendations to the City Council.  The Council will consider the recommendations at the Council meeting in April. 
*Next City Council meeting on 4/13/2015 at 7:00pm.  A discussion took place about touring City facilities in April or May.  It was decided to tour the main well house and waste water plant.  The City Council meeting in April may start earlier in order to accommodate the tour.
