ALSO PRESENT:   Monty Schaefer, Brandon Theobald - WHKS, Janet Hanke - Zumbrota News Record, Brian Gudknecht, Gary Floan – Wanamingo VFW Commander, Gary Bakko, Jason Nieson – Waste Management, and Michele Vlasak – Kenyon Leader.
ADOPT AGENDA:   Ohr motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Plowed earlier in February

2) Changed oil/filters on both front-end pay loaders


3) Trimmed trees on the East side of town and on Mingo View Drive

4) Cobus is finishing up repairing and painting Main Street benches
5) Worked with McCarthy Wells to open up roof on backup well house so that the well pump and casing could be removed for inspection and the well televised
6) Repaired new ice rink hydrant – hydrant froze after plastic plunger failed and o ring came off
7) Repaired old pay loader wing – reinforced pivot point with plates and new bolt
8) Modified waste water treatment plant pump tank by adding metal mesh stand to keep solids out of pump
9) Assisted with locating and water main isolating during Prairie Ridge Estates water service consolidation by the developer
B) Jason Nieson of Waste Management reported on:
1) Presented a $2,000 check to the Wanamingo VFW that will go towards the Wanamingo Veterans Memorial Phase II
2) Waste Management is pleased to support such a worthy cause of remembering and respecting those that served our Country

C) Brian Gudknecht - Wanamingo Fire Chief, reported on:


1) Fire Department has long-term needs in the fleet
2) Would like to purchase a used recue rig now while looking into purchasing an equipment truck in the future that would replace current rescue rig
3) Fire Department Members along with City Administrator Boulton, Council Member VanDeWalker, and Council Member Ohr were able to look at a 2012 Ford F-450 4-Wheel Drive rescue rig brought to the Wanamingo Fire Hall by Premier Specialty Vehicles on February 27th.
4) The rescue rig responds to 98% of all fire department and first responders’ calls

5) Current rescue rig has roughly 89,500 miles on the odometer while the potential purchase rescue rig has roughly 96,000 miles on the odometer.  There are more engine hours on the current rescue rig.  The current rescue rig miles are short distance while the requested purchase rig are highway miles in the Williston, ND area as an ambulance.

5) The 2012 Ford F-450 is two feet shorter than the current Wanamingo Rescue Rig

6) Premier Specialty Vehicles is asking $43,000, new rescue rigs run $225,000
7) The 2012 Ford F-450 (came from Williston, ND) needs to be painted or wrap (yellow) in order to meet Minnesota guidelines 

VanDeWalker asked if adding a vehicle to the fleet would require additional equipment.  Gudknecht stated that there is an abundance of current tools and equipment in the rescue rig that would be moved around if an additional vehicle was purchased.  Gudknecht further stated that some additional equipment may need to be purchased further down the line.  Holmes asked if the City could plan on replenished Fund 333 – Equipment by increasing the budget in the City/Township split in 2021.  Gudknecht stated the Townships anticipate an increased bill for this purchase in the near future.  Holmes stated that increasing the fund balance by $15,000 next year and keeping that balance would replenish the fund and build up a reserve for the next vehicle purchase. 

D) Brandon Theobald of WHKS reported on:


1) Gave an update on the 2020 Roadway Improvements Project
2) The City received two sealed bids at the March 4th bid opening for the 2020 Roadway Improvements Project

3) Engineer’s Estimate - $525,000, Schumacher Excavating Inc. Bid - $478,374.61 (low bid), and Rochester Sand and Gravel Bid - $619,495.80
4) April City Council Meeting will include a public hearing on assessments for the project – Proposing 30% assessed - $129,995.37, 70% City Portion - $433,579.23, along with roughly $10,000 in private improvements as part of the downtown alley portion of the project
5) Terms for the assessment will also be set including the interest rate and number of years to be paid.  A letter and notice in the newspaper will call public hearing on April 13th.
Flotterud asked who will be the subcontractor doing the asphalt work for Schumacher.  Theobald stated that it will be Aslakson Services Inc. out of Red Wing will be the paving subcontractor.
RESOLUTION:
20-021 = Receiving Bids for the 2020 Roadway Improvements Project: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Holmes and Ohr were thankful that the low bid was $46,625.39 under the engineer’s estimate.  Passed 5-0-0.

20-022 = Declaring Cost to be Assessed and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment in Connection with the 2020 Roadway Improvements Project: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.

20-023 = Calling Hearing on Assessment for 2020 Roadway Improvements Project: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.

20-024 = Approving 2020 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
20-025 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and Other Services to the Goodhue County Auditor for Collection with 2021 Real Estate Taxes: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Boulton stated that the original certification list included five.  This twice a year process pushes those behind to get paid up.  The list narrowed one for certification.  Mayor Holmes asked if anyone wished to contest the certifications.  No input was given.  Passed 5-0-0.
20-026 = Approving Wanamingo Fire Department Request to Purchase Used Rescue Rig from Premier Specialty Vehicles, New Tires and Wrap/Paint Job for the Rescue Rig, and Recommended Financing Plan: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Holmes stated that the Fire Department 2021 budget should include roughly $15,000 to replenish the Equipment Fund (333).  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
The Wanamingo Fire Relief Association Vintage Snowmobile Ride, Chili Cook-Off, and Bean Bag Tournament went very well.  Attendance was slightly down from previous years due to the warm weather and lack of snow.  This was the eleventh annual vintage snowmobile event hosted by the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association.  The Council chili did not place in the cook-off event but was well received.
