Fire Extinguisher Use and Maintenance Policy


Introduction:
	The City of Wanamingo has numerous fire extinguishers.  Each of these extinguishers is professionally checked on a yearly basis.  Every three years, the fire extinguishers are sent in to make sure that they are in proper compliance for hardware and internal chemicals.

Comprehensive List of Fire Extinguishers:
1) City Hall – 2
2) Community Center – 3 
3) Medical Center – 3
4) Well House #3 –1
5) Well House #2 -  1
6) Waste Water Treatment Plant – 3 
7) City Shop – 4
8) Pool - 2


Use of Extinguishers:

	The health and safety of City Staff are the highest priority in any emergency.  All City employees are encouraged to head to safety and call 911 if a fire occurs.  The common sense of the employee will need to prevail on when to use the fire extinguisher and when to evacuate the building or vehicle.  No City employee in any circumstance should be using fire extinguishers if they have not had City of Wanamingo safety training on the proper use of fire extinguishers.   

Maintenance Check List

On or around the 30th of the month, the City Maintenance workers will check each City fire extinguisher in the comprehensive list.  They will make sure that each of the following items is reviewed before signing their initials and date on the card next to the extinguisher:

1. Location in designated place.
2. No obstructions to access or visibility.
3. Operating instructions on nameplate legible and facing outward.
4. Seals and tamper indicators not broken or missing.
5. Determine fullness by weighing or "hefting".
6. Examine for obvious physical damage, corrosion, leakage, or clogged nozzle.
7. Pressure gauge reading or indicator in the operable range or position.
8. Verify the need for the 6 and 12 yr. Maintenance (from the date of manufacture).
9. Keep a log of the date inspected and initials of the person performing.

These cards will be kept until the next time that they are sent in to a professional for a review of the hardware and chemicals.
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
