ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Dump truck sander removed & box oiled for summer

2) Filled pot holes on streets with cold mix - will be filling more pot holes when weather is warmer

3) Street Sweeper - serviced for season, purchased new curb brush, and swept streets once

4) Placed garbage cans and parch benches out on the downtown Main Street sidewalks for the season

5) Pay Loader - Ziegler finished major repairs (over $6,500) to seals, hoses, and other items involving the 
hydraulic leak on the engine

6) Purchased $265 worth of steel to make a plainer for the skid loader (mounting to the tines)

7) Community garden - additional grant money from Live Well Goodhue County has allowed the garden 
shed modifications/repairs, purchasing of gardening tools for public use, and the purchase of potting soil/peat 
moss for raised gardens

8) Wood chipper is expected to be delivered 4/11/2017

9) Storm grate repaired near fire hall with used grate from Schumacher Excavation and concrete work by B 
& N Construction

10) Plow removed from pay loader for snow season.  Hydraulic seal kits are needed to make repairs to plow 
before next snow season - working with Ziegler to find kits


11) Working on mowers to be ready for season - riding lawn mower had recall repairs to the seat by SEMA 
Equipment

12) Downtown Water Tower will need to be cleaned out this year - looking for quotes from companies


13) Obtained quotes for chemical feed (chlorine & fluoride) pump and tank replacements for well house.   
Work will be completed this summer
B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS spoke on:

1) 2017 Roadway Improvements bids came in on April 5th


2) Apparent low bid is Rochester Sand & Gravel for $168,770 (Engineer's estimate $198,000) for entire 
project

3) Emerald Valley (assessed) portion of the project was $97,500; including engineering, financing, and 
contingency (Engineer's Estimate $105,000)


4) 36.5 lots - $2,671 for full lot assessments or $1,360 for 1/2 lot assessments


5) Glesta Vista plat - Fredrickson lot - Utility easement does run through the middle of the east half of the lot


6) Council will consider declaring cost to be assessed on Emerald Valley portion of project - 100%  assessed 
to parcels, 0% to City


7) Council will consider calling a public hearing on the proposed assessments - notices in newspaper (exhibit 
A) and letters to residents (Exhibit B)


8) Process for payment of assessments laid out in the notices, including a 3.5% annual interest rate

9) Emerald Valley portion of the project would carry a 5% contingency ($3,700) to cover the cost of asphalt 
overrun.  Subdivision has had ten years to settle.  Asphalt is billed by the contractor on a per ton basis - could 
be slightly off in estimates.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
17-024 = Declaring Cost to be Assessed and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment in Connection with 2017 Roadway Improvements Project: VanDeWaker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Holmes discussed the Glesta Vista plat for the Frederickson lot.  The plats shows a utility easement through the open portion of the lot.  Holmes and Dierks discussed a possibility of changing the lot to a 1/2 assessment. Ohr said that the lot should be assessed at a full rate because it is a full lot.  Brandon Theobald stated if there were no utilities in the easement, it could be vacated.  Theobald stated that the front footage of the lot is similar to front footage of other full lots in consideration for assessments.  Theobald stated that the Council could change to 1/2 now and divide the reduced costs to the rest of the parcels or to the City.  VanDeWalker wished to wait to make a decision until May, but did not wish to add to potential assessment costs of the rest of the parcels. Passed 4-0-0.
17-025 = Calling Hearing on Assessment for 2017 Roadway Improvement Project: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
Public Hearing On New Street Sign Placements  - Mayor Holmes opened the public hearing at 7:28PM.   The Council is considering additional Street Signs - Stop and Yield sign placements at the following locations: Sandy Court/Nelson Drive, Ruby Court/5th Street E, 3rd Street E/5th Street E, 5th Street W/High Avenue, 3rd Street W/West Avenue, and 2nd Street W/West Avenue).   Public hearing notices were published in the newspaper the last two weeks.  The City had the information on the Facebook page.  City Administrator and Mayor were in contact with residents near each proposed effected intersection asking for feedback.  The feedback that was given was either positive or apathetic.  Keith Krier stated that he would like the additional signs in his neighborhood.  There was discussion on MN TH 60 increased speed from 55 MPH to 60 MPH recently.  Council members discussed their dissatisfaction with the increased speed and the potential for additional accidents at the MN TH 60 and MN TH 57 intersection.  No further public input was offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:33PM.
17-026 = Approving the Proposed Placement of Stop or Yield Signs located at various intersections within the City of Wanamingo: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

17-027 = Approving the Zumbro Watershed Coordinated, Proposed Educational/Recreation Site Improvements Plan at Riverside Park; Funded Through LCCMR: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Ohr expressed concerns regarding the placement of benches and picnic table so close to the park.  Ohr stated that these could be washed away or damaged during future flooding.  Monty Schaefer stated that anchoring would be key to keeping the picnic tables and benches in place, similar to the benches on the nature trail.  Passed 4-0-0.
17-028 = Approving an Updated City of Wanamingo Social Media Policy: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Ordinance #178 Amending Wanamingo Code of Ordinances 93.06 - Kennels Public Hearing at 7:42PM.  Administrator Boulton explained that the proposed changes to the ordinance would bring Wanamingo Code of Ordinance, sections 93.06 & 152.76, into line.  If adopted, it would allow kennels under I2 Industrial zoning with a conditional use permit.  No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:47PM.

Ordinance #178 - Amending Wanamingo Code of Ordinances 93.06 - Kennels - 2nd Reading - VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided an update on the Wanamingo Community Garden.  The Community Garden group has approved updated guidelines, gardeners agreement, liability waiver, and schedule for the 2017.  There are two remaining 4' x 8' raised beds and two 25' x 25' ground level plots still available.  The signup is available at Wanamingo City Hall for those who have interest.

Mayor Holmes spoke about the Mayor's Walking Challenge, sponsored by Live Well Goodhue County.  Volunteers are asked to sign up with Mayor Holmes, walk, record steps, and report weekly to the Mayor.  In April and May there is a competition between communities for number of recorded steps.  In the first week of the competition Wanamingo had 1.5 million recorded steps.
