ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Benson to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Jason Boynton – Smith Schafer & Associates reported on:

i. Conducted Power Point Presentation of the 2013 Wanamingo City Audit
B) Darin Steffl – Minnesota Wi-Fi reported on:

i. Private local company based out of Kasson, MN
ii. Looking at bringing wireless internet to Wanamingo residents

iii. Would request an agreement to install equipment on the Water Tower(s)

iv. For the Water Tower Rent - $100/month plus 5 free wireless hotspots and possibly a webcam on the water tower

v. Internet speeds for customers could b 3, 10, 20, or 30 megabytes with a tiered pricing system starting at $50/month

vi. Customers would have a $150 installation fee

vii. Minnesota WI-FI would pay for equipment and installation on Water tower - $10,000-$18,000 worth of equipment

viii. Council agreed to consider proposal, but did have another inquiry from LTD Broadband on a similar proposal
C) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. One more water service line froze since the last City Council Meeting – City staff were able to get it thawed within 2 hours
ii. Purchased a 1/8 inch jetter hose for future froze pipes – still looking for a small pressure washer to go with the newly acquired hose

iii. Replaced toilet at the Medical Center that had a failing bladder

iv. Hydrant on Mill Street was repaired that was hit by an individual this winter

v. Storm Sewer Line jetted out after it was froze – 3rd Street E and Braget Circle

vi. Grit Pump and sludge transfer pump at Wastewater Plant repaired with new bearings and seals for $250 each – new pumps cost $17,000 installed
vii. There was a leak on the intake manifold gasket of the one ton Chevy pickup – fixed for parts - $150

viii. Street sweeper was serviced and some sweeping completed – the rest of the town will follow next week

ix. Sump pump went out in basement of waste water plant main building – using back up until it fails
x. Pool operator licenses were renewed for Steve and obtained for Monty

xi. Quotes were obtained for budgeted new screens at shelter in Riverside Park - $1,700

xii. Cameras will be put up at the Riverside park shelter

xiii. Minnesota Pollution Control Agency awarded Wanamingo with a commendation on the operation of the Waste Water Plant

Mayor Holmes recognized the passing of former Wanamingo Mayor and long-time business owner Bob Graham.

Public Hearing – Ordinance #166 – Mayor Holmes opened meeting at 8:10pm.  Administrator Boulton explained proposed changes.  No public input given.  Public hearing closed at 8:15pm
Ordinance #166 – Amending Wanamingo City Code 111.03 & 111.19 – Hours of Sunday Liquor Operation – 2nd Reading – Majerus moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

The City Council discussed a memo from Administrator Boulton on the Goodhue County Solid Waste Management Proposed Plan.

The City Council discussed crack sealing for 2014.  The City Council had budgeted $5,000.  City Administrator Boulton expressed that there is additional need for additional crack sealing.  The Council agreed to increase the crack sealing budget to $10,000.

Board of Equalization Meeting will be conducted at City Hall on Wednesday April 16th from 4:00pm-6:00pm

Fire Relief Association will not be able to make full contribution to Fire Works fund in 2014.  The Fire Relief usually contributes $3,500 of the $10,000 fire works cost.  There was a discussion of possible fundraiser(s).  The City Council members did not wish to take on the task.  There is too little time before July 4th to properly organize without someone stepping up.
