ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to adopt the agenda with the addition of Ed McNamara from Goodhue County Soil & Water with Resolution 13-027, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Majerus to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. Plowed Snow a couple of times

ii. Cleared ice off a number of intersections including 3rd Ave and 9th Street

iii. Removed ice off City Hall Roof during thawing

iv. Chlorine/Sulfur Dioxide are running at the WW Plant as of April 1st
v. Salt/Sand Truck cleaned out and oiled

vi. Wells were both inspected by McCarthy last month – both in good shape

vii. Unplugged line at WW Plant

viii. Worked on Suggestions by LMNC Loss Control – Ergonomics maintenance prevention

ix. Put out Garbage cans and benches on Main Street

B) Jason Boynton – Smith Schafer Associates
i. Conducted Power Point Presentation of 2012 City Audit

C) Gray & Ruth Braget – Requested to allow for apartments on 1st Floor of C1 Commercial District

i. Gary & Ruth explained financial situation and need to cash flow building – advertised for 6 months – no interest in Commercial usage

ii. Council discussed options 1) Enforce ordinance 2) Modify Ordinance 3) Grant variance

iii. Council directed City Administrator to bring ordinance language to change Code of Ordinances to allow for apartments on main floor in C1 Commercial District, but keep the restriction not to have apartments in frontage/window suite in C1 Commercial District

D) Ed McNamara, Larry Thomforde, & Paul Voxland – Goodhue County Soil & Water
i. Spoke of importance of watershed district in Wanamingo along with volume of water that comes through Wanamingo

ii. Requested the City pass an ordinance/proclamation to recognize Soil & Water Stewardship Week
13-027= Recognizing the importance of soil and water stewardship week:  Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
13-023 = Accepting the 2012 Wanamingo City Audit: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes opened the public hearing for the conditional use permit for 105 1st Ave at 7:55pm.

City Administrator Boulton explained the items in the permit to be approved.  Mike and Jake Rude spoke on behalf of the permit.  The Council stated that R &R is allowed to remove and replace curb.  Benson said as long as it is done in a reasonable timeframe from beginning to end of curb removal and new construction.
Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 8:05pm.
13-024 = Approving Conditional Use Permit for R &R Properties 105 1st Ave and approving building permit #13-005 – New Storage Unit Building: Majerus moved to approve while striking letter F of section 1 of the permit, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-025 = Authorizing Wanamingo to be a party to Minnesota Water/Wastewater Response Network (MnWARN): Berquam moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-026 = Acknowledging the City can not immediately address water concerns at City Hall/Community Center: Benson moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
13-016 = Approving City Council Job Description: Remained tabled – No Council Action
13-022 = Supporting the Destination Medical Center Proposal for Southeastern Minnesota: Benson moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Majerus said that the proposal was for a total of $585 million over 20 years.  The money would be paid out after the infrastructure was in place and verified by a Governor appointed board.  Berquam stated that if approved, it did not mean that Wanamingo saw this as a priority over the HWY 52/9 Interchange or other safety worthy items.  Passed 5-0-0.
There was an information letter from Congressman Kline’s office regarding the US 52/County 9 intersection.  Congressman Kline is concerned with the proposed short-term fix for the U-turn.  The City Council echoed the Congressman’s concerns with the proposal as well.
