RESOLUTION 20-070
A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A POLICY REQUIRING WATER SHUT-OFF VALVE COMBINATIONS WHEN TWO OR MORE TOWNHOME LOTS ARE COMBINED FOR CONSTRUTION OF SINGLE-FAMILY DWELLINGS
WHEREAS: The City of Wanamingo has an abundance of townhome lots; and

WHEREAS: there is desire to combine two or more townhome lots, especially in Emerald Valley Addition, in order to construct single-family dwellings; and

WHEREAS, combining multiple townhome lots and constructing single family homes leaves extra water shut-off valves and service lines underground that could leak in the future; and
WHEREAS: a portion Prairie Ridge Estates went through a re-plat in which townhome and other smaller lots were combined for single-family dwellings; and
WHEREAS: at the time of Prairie Ridge Estates re-plat the City Consulting Engineer recommended that multiple water service lines be looped (combined) leaving one remaining water shut-off valve in order to reduce potential of leaks.

WHEREAS: City Staff and the City Consulting Engineer recommend the continued practice of looping (combining) water service lines where townhome lots are combined for construction of single-family dwellings.
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WANAMINGO: That when combining townhome lots for single-family dwellings there will be a requirement as part of the building permit process to loop (combine) water service lines leaving one remaining water shut-off valve.
BE IT FURHTER RESOLVED: That this requirement be adopted as a City Policy and the policy be placed in the City policy binder.
