ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Majerus motioned, seconded by Kyllo to consent.  Passed  5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes expressed the loss that the City of Wanamingo feels with the passing of former Mayor/Council Member Ron Berg.  Mayor Holmes went on to state that "Bergie" truly loved his community.  This showed through his knowledge of history of the community, knowing all the detailed happenings of Wanamingo, and his continuous efforts to make the community a better place.  Mayor Holmes has tried and will continue to strive to follow Ron Berg's example of caring for the community in all decisions that are made in his capacity as Mayor.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
1) Benches and trash cans put on Main Street sidewalks for the year
2) Rented spreader and got rid of most of the compost pile to farm field - roughly 40 loads - this was last done in 2012
3) Took ash out from burn pile and spread it as well
4) Trying to keep an eye on deposits of junk not meant for the brush/burn and compost piles.  Some material is showing up that is not appropriate

5) Salt/Sander was taken off dump truck and box was oiled thereafter
6) Mowed at the waste water plant a couple of times

7) Riverside Park Well Fixes - Pressure Switch had to be replaced

8) Volleyball nets were put up and sand tilled at Riverside Park Volleyball Courts

9) Attended Safety & Loss Control Conference for LMCIT
10) Mulch placed on West side of Nature Trail

11) Cut/Removed downed trees on Nature Trail

12) Replace two bearings on Merry-Go-Round at Riverside Park

13) Flushed Hydrants around community

14) Started Working on Swimming Pool for the season - including replacing barb-wire part of the chain link fence with high-tensiled wire
B) Jason Boynton - Smith Schafer & Associates reported on:

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-027 = Accepting the 2014 Wanamingo City Audit: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-028 = Accepting 2015 Yearly Driver's license Check on City Employees: Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-029 = Approving Temporary Liquor License for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association 4th of July Dance:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.

15-030 = Approving a City of Wanamingo Sign Retroreflectivity Policy:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
A memo was provided by Administrator Boulton about the Mingo View Drive paved road condition. The City of Wanamingo has an obligation to make all public right-of-way roads passable.  In the memo and during discussion Administrator Boulton explained the background of the road, current conditions of the road, along with short and long-term solutions.  The proposed $11,000-$13,000 patch on one, two hundred foot piece of road that is breaking up in the middle.  Council Member VanDeWalker stated that the road needed to be maintained in the short-term but will need to be engineered and fully rebuilt in the future.  Council Member Majerus stated that she had a hard time patching a road like Mingo View Drive that will break up again in the near future because of base dirtwork flaws.  She also stated that costs for reconstruction could see adverse effects of loosing residents because of high special assessments.  She was not in favor of overpricing residents by making them bear too high of special assessments.  Council Member Berquam asked about the construction background of Mingo View Drive and the City's current special assessment policy.  Council members Kyllo, Berquam, Majerus, VanDeWalker, and Holmes want a long-term plan for Mingo View's road reconstruction.  The consensus was for the City to maintain Mingo View Drive with cold mix and gravel in the pot holes until a plan is in place.  The Council Consensus also would be to review the special assessment policy before this project would begin.  Administrator Boulton was told to obtain a short report with estimates from the City Engineer for the financials of reconstructing Mingo View Drive and an option for sewer main installation estimate.  After these numbers are obtained the Council will start discussions on options (possible timing and cope of a project) with residents affected.
