ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. Street Sweeper serviced and streets swept 3 times
ii. Hand swept handicap pedestrian walking ramps on Main Street

iii. Repaired tore up sod around Industrial Park and on the North Side of the Livery Barn

iv. Well House #2 has new piping installed – waiting on parts – project is 1 to 1 ½ months behind

v. Benches and Garbage Cans have been placed out for the season on the main street sidewalks

vi. Snow Equipment has been put away for the season

vii. The lawn mower and tractor mower have been serviced and ready to go for the season

viii. Waste water plant inflow line was jetted – needs to be jetted a couple of times a year

ix. Installed new street signs, new posts, and a new cross walk sign

x. Paint Sprayer for parking stalls and yellow curbs has been ordered – like new from CJ Spray for $4,695

xi. Small portable pressure washer bought – assist with frozen line clean outs

xii. New screening being installed at the Riverside Park screened in shelter

xiii. Started Jetting sewers lines – will take a week to complete

B) Brandon Theobald – WHKS
i. Cenex 4th Addition discussion – explained the feasibility report.  

ii. The estimated costs would be $743,600 for developing the 16.4 acres without 10th Street Court.  

iii. The EDA recommends that there was no need for 10th Street Court.  

iv. Mr. Theobald went on to explain about the replatting of  the outlot and some options for the west side of 3rd Avenue.  

v. It was explained by Mr. Theobald and Administrator Boulton that this project would more than likely be financed by the City of Wanamingo through special assessment bonds in which the properties would be assessed.  

vi. There was discussion of how the bonds would be paid back through the possible sale of properties, the use of Tax Increment Financing on new construction, or the levying of property taxes.  

vii. The Council was informed that Concast was a go on the project.  Concast is owned by the parent company Parrot Head Development LLC.  The EDA was informed that if they saw this name that it was interchangeable with Concast.  

viii. At the June City Council Meeting a development agreement with Concast and the City of Wanamingo would be considered.  The City Council would also consider the approval of a professional service agreement with WHKS for the formal engineering. 

ix. The City Council orally agreed to WHKS to start the grading plan and start drawing the final plans and specifications. 
C) Corey Hauer/Becky Severtson – LTD Broadband

i. Started in 2010 in Southern MN and Northern IA

ii. Current closest locations are on the Bombay elevator

iii. Offers 3Mbps, 6Mbps, and 10Mbps speeds ranging from $30/month to $75/month

iv. Has worked with MN WiFi and DM Broadband/Jaguar Communications as competitors

v. Works with School district on bringing in 100 Mbps to the school for $800/month

vi. Has 9 technicians 30-45 minutes away

vii. Does not want to pay rent, but will offer free broadband to any City buildings in town
viii. Has over 2000 subscribers

ix. Will switch out equipment a couple of times each decade as technology develops

x. $99 install for any users within Wanamingo

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
Abatement Clean-Up Hearing – 216 3rd Ave, 409 2nd Street E, 305 2nd Street E, and 100 2nd Ave.  No input from property owners.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton will work to have progress on the clean-up completed.  If the City pays for a dumpster, the properties will be assessed the costs of the dumpster for clean-up.
14-029 = Approving 2014 Driver’s License Check and Flagging Enforcement: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-030 = Authorizing a temporary liquor license for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association for the 4th of July Dance: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-031 = Receiving Feasibility Report and calling public hearing on the 2014 Roadway and Utility Improvement Project:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 

The City Council discussed a memo from Administrator Boulton and Public Works Director Haggstrom on the City vehicles future needs.  Council agreed that Capital Improvement’s plan should be modified at the July Budget Work Session to an earlier date from 2020.  The topic will be further discussed at the Budget Work Session.
Water Tower – Private Installations discussion – Council agreed with recommendations of having an application process.  The process would include reviewing existing agreements, checking on equipment compatibility, submitting the amount of space requested, submitting future space requested, submit installation details to city engineer.  There were also discussions of having contractor incur costs from painting if they install before water tower is painted in summer of 2014.  Council wished to see private installers on Water Tower pay/offer same payments/benefits.  Administrator Boulton will develop application based on these assumptions.
