ADOPT AGENDA:   Berquam motioned to adopt the agenda with tabling Resolution 13-031 until June City Council Meeting, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Berquam to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Conducted maintenance on street sweeper and swept streets twice

ii. Plowed snow after major snow event

iii. Trimmed broken tree branches hanging over streets after major snow event

iv. Flushed all the Water Hydrants
v. Started water at Riverside Park – will need to do additional maintenance items before opening

vi. Did rough work of fixing and filling in of pot holes in alleys

vii. Took sander off truck and oiled box

viii. Jetted sewer lines as per schedule

ix. Tree brush pile pushed back a couple of times – just received burning permit from State for the year

B) Brent Kravitz & Mike Lynch – Ellingson Companies

i. Mark Thorson , Owner of Shades of Sherwood, could not make the meeting

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
13-028 = Adopting a City of Wanamingo Bloodborne Pathogen Policy: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-029 = Authorizing a temporary liquor license for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association for the 4th of July Dance: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-030 = Approving 2013 Driver’s License Check and Flagging Enforcement: Majerus moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0
13-031 = Authorizing Snow Removal Contract Extension: Tabled until June meeting because of concerns by City insurance provider with language in proposed contract.
13-032 = Approving a 5-Year Contract Extension with Lunde Lawn Care for City Mowing: Berquam moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
Ordinance #163 – Amending Ordinance 152.30 (E) (1) Zoning Ordinance Change – Commercial rooming and housing units language change – 1st Reading – Administrator Boulton explained the proposed language change would allow for rooming and housing units to be on the first floor in C1 Commercial District, with the exemption of having at least 400 square feet of commercial operations and use in the front of these buildings.
OLD BUSINESS:
Shades of Sherwood waste water collection and treatment request discussion took place.  City Engineer Brandon Theobald gave a background of the meeting items from May 2nd.  He explained that the MPCA would be open to Shades of Sherwood and the City of Wanamingo working together.  They would require future action on groundwater inflow & infiltration.  Mr. Theobald went on to explain what City of Faribault and Robert’s Lake development did on hook-up/SAC fees.  Faribault treated each permanent home as one connection, three direct camper hook ups as one connection, and five camp sites without direct hook-ups as one connection.  Going off current proposed numbers from Shades of Sherwood and the City of Wanamingo’s combined connection fee and SAC fee, this would equal 89 connections.  The cost would be $140,000.  This would fall in line with Wanamingo Code of Ordinances and Fee Schedule and take into account the differences between homes and campers.  If all sites were factored by 5 it would be a $112,000 cost.  If all sites were factored by 3 it would be an $187,000 cost.
Council Member VanDeWalker was uncomfortable with last month’s possible figure of $111,500.  He thought that the option(s) provided by the City Engineer would best follow the current Wanamingo Code of Ordinances and Fee Schedule.  
Council Member Majerus echoed concerns and added that the City’s expert’s (Brandon Theobald) advice should be followed.  
The rest of the Council was in agreement with the proposed Connection fee and SAC fee formula that was provided by Brandon Theobald.  No action was taken.  
Mark Thorson, along with Ellingson Companies, will need to run numbers based off Councils thoughts and let the City know their intentions moving forward.
