ALSO PRESENT:   Steve Haggstrom, Monty Schaefer, Pete Grimsrud – Zumbrota News Record, Rick Turri – Licensed Waste Water Plant Operator, Lorie Turri, Brandon Theobald – WHKS, Mark Thorson – Shades of Sherwood Campground Owner, Brent Kravitz – Ellingson Companies, and Mike Farrell.

ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0. 
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brent Kravitz – spoke about the request from Shades of Sherwood
a. Treatment Facility at Shades of Sherwood is non-compliant according to MPCA

b. Options to connect to another treatment facility or build a facility on site
c. Checking into option of constructing force main to Wanamingo WW Plant and having Wanamingo treat waste water

d. If connected, the system would be a municipal lift system that would force sewage 2.5 miles to Wanamingo

e. A letter was sent to the City about the request in early April.  A meeting took place in which the Mayor and City Staff laid out the City’s expectations in a memo, and Mark Thorson responded in a letter with items he wished to address to the Council as a whole

B) Mark Thorson – the current facility is non-compliant because of changes in the permit

a. Shades of Sherwood has exceeded it’s max flows of 10,000 gallons per day – nothing changed in the system
b.  The campground is closed 6 months during the year
c. Peak flows would be on holidays – Memorial Day, July 4th, and Labor Day

d. System does have a holding tank system of around 8,000 gallons

C) Brandon Theobald – gave a plant background
a. Wanamingo WW plant is at wet weather flow capacity of around 1.1 million gallons a day

b. During dry weather, the Wanamingo plant has flows of around 70,000 gallons per day

c. Wanamingo has an Inflow and infiltration issue in the waste water collection system

d. Regardless of bringing Shades of Sherwood campground into the system, Wanamingo should address this concern

e. I & I in the City lines comes from private (service line leaks, gutters, floor drains, and foundation drains) and public (man holes, sewer mains, and possible storm service connections) 

f. Shades of Sherwood, if connected, would represent a 2% share or increase to the waste water system

NEW BUSINESS:
A) Open Discussion

a. The response letter from Mark Thorson to the City of Wanamingo highlighted items of discussion that could/would deviate from City Ordinances and Policies
b. Council and Mr. Thorson agree on a $3,000 escrow account for an escrow agreement for attorney work, engineering costs, fees, and other incidentals as part of a project
c. Shades of Sherwood would like the City Council to consider a Equivalent Residential Basis of 2.5 campers equal to one home as part of the $650 hook-up connection
d. Shades of Sherwood would like the City Council to consider a SAC connection by acres instead of  by connection locations – SAC fee is currently $925 per lot
e. Mr. Theobald explained the reasons for SAC and Hook-up connections – Shades of Sherwood would be buying a portion of capacity at the waste water treatment facility.  This would include the costs that have been incurred to build the facility and costs to modify and expand the facility to handle the additional capacity that the waste water plant will need.

f. Discussion then centered around a lump sum fee
g. Austin, Faribault and Watkins have connections with small residential/trailer developments recently.  It will be researched to see what those connection costs were

h. Larry VanDeWalker asked what benefits the City would see by bringing Shades of Sherwood into the Waste Water Facility

i. Bring Revenue into Wanamingo’s Waste Water Account

ii. Be a good neighbor by assisting Shades of Sherwood with their sewage

iii. Helps with area economic activity by having Shades of Sherwood close by

i. Shades of Sherwood said a reasonable connection fee/SAC fee lump sum would be around $60,000
j. Council members stated that the lowest lump sum for connection fee/SAC fee would be at least $111,700 as per the original expectations in the Memo enclosed in the packet

k. Shades of Sherwood will consider options and the item will be placed back on the agenda at the May 13th City Council Meeting

l. Brandon Theobald & Rick Turri will speak to the MPCA with greater detail about a potential project – what would need to happen to obtain approval for joint City and Shades of Sherwood project
