ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by Ohr to consent.  Passed  5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Worked on Community Garden - placed boxes, filled with dirt, tilled up ground level plots, and numbered 
all plots

2) Built a stand and mounted a water tank for the community garden - the tank will have 'potable water, not 
for drink' sign placed on it before being filled

3) Storage shed will be moved from waste water plant to community garden site


4) Mowed at waste water plant, ponds, and vacant lot boulevards


5) Removed sander from dump truck for season

6) Trimmed trees on Mingo View in preparation of construction project


7) Riverside Park water turn on, shelter opened, volleyball courts tilled, and nets put up for season

8) Swept Streets as per the every two weeks schedule


9) Push up leaf/brush piles a number of times and burned brush pile once


10) Replaced City Hall/Riverside Park US Flags with assistance from Wanamingo Honor Guard
Mayor Holmes recognized the maintenance staff with the 2015 Waste Water Treatment Plant award from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA).  The City has now received 6 certificates since 1994. 

B) George Eilertson of Northland Securities report on:

1) Northland Securities has worked with Security State Band of Wanamingo on a private placement bond, 
Series 2016A - Financing the 2016 roadway improvement project

2) The bond, in the aggregate principal amount of $172,000, will be an 8-year payback/2.5% interest rate

3) The bonds are paid for 70% by special assessment and 30% by property tax levy revenues

4) Mayor Holmes asked why the bond amount had changed from a proposed $171,000 to $172,000 - George 
stated that the previous interest rate was lower, now capitalized interest, and a round amount factor 
contributed to the higher dollar amount 


5) Council Member Kyllo asked what was involved in the cost of issuance - George stated that bond attorney 
and Northland Securities closing costs on the bond are factors

6) The bonds are dated June 1st - this is the closing date and the date that the funds will be in the City's 
account


7) There are no pay agent fees (agent bills City, City pays agent, agent distributes funds to bond holder) 
associated with the bond - this saves the City roughly $500/year - payments will be made directly to bank

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-027 = Accepting 2016 Yearly Driver's License Check Report for the City Staff, Fire Department, City Council, EDA Board, and Volunteers: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-028 = Authorizing a Temporary Liquor License for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association: Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
Public Hearing On New Street Sign Placements  - Mayor Holmes opened the public hearing at 7:17PM.  Public hearing notices were published in the newspaper the last two weeks.  The City had the information on the Facebook page.  City Administrator was in contact with business owners and at least two residents near each proposed effected intersection asking for feedback.  The feedback that was given was either positive or apathetic.  Monty Schaefer was asked about the timetable to place the signs.  He stated that it would be well into June before this could be done because of a maintenance backlog that includes preparation of the swimming pool.  No public input was offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:23PM.
16-029 = Approving the Proposed Placement of Stop and Yield Signs Located at Various Intersections Within the City of Wanamingo:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo. Passed 5-0-0.
16-030 = Awarding the Sale of General Obligation Improvement Bonds, Series 2016A, in the Original Aggregate Principal Amount of $172,000; Fixing Their Form and Specifications; Directing Their Execution and Delivery; and Providing for Their Payment:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker. Passed 5-0-0.
A memo was provided by Administrator Boulton regarding the MN TH 57/MN TH 60 intersection safety update.  MNDOT will be adding a rural intersection conflict warning system.  The roundabout funding was not approved for 2020 installation.  The warning system is a temporary solution until funding for a roundabout is approved and allocated.  Council Member Kyllo had concerns on the usefulness of the warning system and still wished to see speed slowed down at the intersection.  He also stated that MNDOT did not wish to see speed slowed down near the intersection because their studies say that this would add to conflict.  He attended the meeting last June in which MNDOT officials showcased a plan for a future roundabout and agreed with the concept.  The current Wanamingo City Council position was that they wished to see any updates to the intersection to increase safety.  Now that MNDOT will be adding the warning system as opposed to directly adding a roundabout, the Council may re-evaluate their position in the future based off of measurable safety statistics.  

Administrator Boulton Provided an update on the Wanamingo Community Garden.  The boxes are in place, the ground level plots have been tilled, and all plots are numbered.  The water tank is set up and the shed will be moved this week.  Gravel has been delivered for parking.  There are five 4' x 8' raised beds and no 25' x 25' ground level plots still available.  The signup is available at Wanamingo City Hall for those who have interest.

Administrator Boulton brought up the possibility of changing the budget City Council meeting date, currently set for July 25th.  Administrator Boulton is looking at being out of town on that date.  The Council agreed to look at possible date changes to the previous or next Monday or later in the week.  Administrator Boulton will have a proposed date change at the June City Council meeting.
