ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt amended agenda which includes the addition of Minnesota DEED MIF Approval for Maple Island, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Pool is operational for season - included pressure washing, acid washing, painting, repairs to diving board, 
replacement of kiddy pool circulation pump, lifeguard chair step replacement, kiddy pool heater replacement, 
hot water heater (on demand) replacement, and chlorine injector kit replacement

2) Swept streets twice


3) 2008 front end Caterpillar pay loader and Falls brand plow/wing delivered to City - Stored at City Shop


4) Mowed at waste water plant, community garden, undeveloped lot boulevards, and other various areas 
around town 


5) Flushed all Fire Hydrants

NEW BUSINESS:
Abatement Clean-Up Hearing – 409 2nd Street E, 305 2nd Street E, and 100 2nd Ave.  Administrator Boulton and Mayor Holmes have been working with the property owners (Gary & Ruth Braget).  The agreed upon strategy would be for Bragets to have an auction at the 100 2nd Avenue location.  The Bragets have sold one of the junk vehicles and are working on getting rid of a second.  Administrator Boulton and the Bragets have agreed to removed a number of items from behind the 305 2nd Street E location including but not limited to a feeder, boat trailers, and insulation.  Council agreed to strategy with property owners.  Ohr stated that if the items agreed upon were not followed through in 2018 that the Council should rent dumpsters and clean up the locations in 2019.  Council members agreed with the emended strategy.  Administrator Boulton stated the he would notify the Bragets of the caveat to the strategy.

RESOLUTION:
18-034 = Adopting 2018 3rd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Flotterud asked if the Mingo View Tower work would be scheduled.  Schaefer stated that the work (clean out of tower and raising circulation pump) to the Mingo View Tower could take place in August.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-035 = Setting Date for Budget Workshop City Council Meeting: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Administrator Boulton stated that the proposed 2019 City of Wanamingo Budget was completed.  Staff are working on a format to shorten the budget and will need additional time to work with financial software company.  Proposed 2019 Budgets will be delivered to Council Members homes when they are formatted correctly and printed.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-036 = Approving the Appointment of Election Judges for the 2018 Primary and General Elections: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Two changes from 2016 to 2018 Election Judge list - James Jarvis and Jamie Sommer will replace Morris Hjermstad and Shannon Schaefer.  The rest of the list is the same as 2016.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-037 = Declaring Wanamingo 4th of July Celebration a Community Event within the City of Wanamingo: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-038 = Approving License Agreement for a Detached Garage Located at 125 2nd Street W that encroaches upon City of Wanamingo Alley Right-Of-Way: VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-039 = Requesting the Goodhue County Commissioners Keep the Emerald Valley Undeveloped Tax Forfeiture Parcels Bundled or Transfer the Undeveloped Parcels to the Wanamingo EDA to Accommodate Future Development: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Dierks and VanDeWalker expressed their support with the plan as written.  Council members agreed that they have no issues with the County Board selling off developed parcels in any way they see fit.  The concern is on the undeveloped parcels in relation to the process for accommodating future development.  Passed 5-0-0.

Administrator Boulton notified the Council of Jessup DeCook's intentions/request to re-plat parts of the Prairie Ridge Estates development.  Administrator Boulton and City Engineer Brandon Theobald of WHKS have discussed options for re-platting.  Administrator Boulton instructed WHKS that the City will hire WHKS for the re-platting work and Jessup DeCook will reimburse the City for the work.  This will include paying up front the $5,000-$6,000 for the initial work/recommendations.  Mr. DeCook will be notified of the arrangement.  Mr. DeCook's other options would be to hire a separate engineering firm to complete the work and reimburse the City for WHKS to review the work on behalf of the City.  Having one firm perform the work is a cost savings.  The City wants to make sure that WHKS is hired only by the City and ultimately has the City of Wanamingo's best interest in mind during the re-platting process. 

The Wanamingo Parks and Recreation Advisory Board met on June 1st.  The board went over options for Prairie Ridge Park.  The consensus was to place an open park shelter and playground equipment at the site.  Flotterud stated that Zumbrota had received grant funds for a portion of the play ground equipment.  Flotterud will provide details to City staff.  Administrator Boulton and Mayor Holmes stated that the committee would be working in partnership with Jessup DeCook on improvements.  The committee will provide detailed plans to Jessup DeCook to consider.  Administrator Boulton stated that the Council will have room for negotiations with Mr. DeCook in regards to the re-platting process.  The re-platting process will be directly tied to the park and potential improvements trade-offs.

Administrator Boulton stated that he is working with George McWaters and the John Nelson Family (Hill Circle Townhome Association) in setting up a sidewalk easement between the properties on Hill Avenue going toward the ball fields.  This easement would provide a right-of-way for the City to take ownership of the sidewalk.  Administrator Boulton stated that the agreement would include language for the townhome association to continue snow removal while the City would take on upkeep and liability of the sidewalks.  Council members Flotterud and VanDeWalker agreed that this was a good idea to work toward this goal of a public sidewalk.  Administrator Boulton stated that formal action would be needed by the City Council at a future Council meeting.
Administrator Boulton stated that the land dedicated by Howard Held Trust to the City south of the Community Center was not recorded.  A resolution and approving the donation agreement was passed by the City Council in August 2007.  The documents were not properly recorded with the Goodhue County Recorder as they have no record on file.  Howard Held has since sold the land to John Held.  Administrator Boulton stated that he would be working with the John Held Trust to see if a similar donation would be acceptable.  If acceptable City staff would start the process over for council consideration/approval of the donation followed then by recording such documents at the Goodhue County Recorder.

OLD BUSINESS:
Minnesota DEED sent the City of Wanamingo a approval letter (pending additional financials from Maple Island) on the Minnesota Investment Fund (MIF) loan application for the Maple Island warehouse expansion project.  Council members were excited to see approval.  VanDeWalker recognized Administrator Boulton's work on the application and during the application process to see the application through to approval.
