PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
a. Sewer Lines have been jetted from West Avenue to 3rd Avenue – documentation has taken place to accurately map the number of feet, manholes, and directions of flow.

b. Flags have been put up and taken down for Flag Day and July 4th.  The July 4th banner was taken down and will need some attention and repairs before next year
c. Swept Streets before and after the 4th of July Celebration.  The Street Sweeper still has a leak in the reservoir that needs attention

d. All the City alleys have had the potholes filled in over the last month

e. 400 1st Avenue was cleaned up with the use of the abatement process

f. More trees were removed from the Nature Trail as part of the pedestrian bridge replacement

g. Industrial Park was mowed for the 4th of July – after the 4th the evergreens were mowed around on the East Side of Vertical Limit’s property

h. The Water Tower Maintenance Agreement will be reviewed with McGuire Iron – KLM has offered an alternative that offers needed services that are not currently provided

i. Met with WHKS – new designated City Engineer Brandon Theobald will be taking over for Glenn Gustafson, who is leaving WHKS

j. Workforce Development was back to trim more trees at the Golf Course and around the retention pond off of Nelson Drive

k. Mowing took place at the Waste Water Treatment Facility

l. Cleaned up branches after the 7/10/11 wind storm

m. Flow Meters for the Waste Water Plant are still not here – they are on back order – may need to look at another supplier – City has been without flow meters for almost 2 months

NEW BUSINESS:


A letter from the Goodhue County Auditor/Treasurer’s office was presented about 32 parcels of open land near the golf course that have been forfeited to the state because of unpaid property taxes and/or assessments.  The council discussed the letter, in which the City can take some or all of these parcels for a public purpose and loose the tax revenue or agree to let these parcels go to a sale.  The council wishes to look into one or more of these parcels to expand on the current park that adjacent to these parcels.  Further action will take place at the July 25th or August 8th meetings.
