ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the amended agenda to include Wanamingo Boy Scout Troop Potential Eagle Scout Projects, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Majerus motioned, seconded by Benson to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Travis Husbyn – Potential Eagle Scout Project

i. Wanamingo Nature Trail work – Entrance Rehab, Picnic Area Placement & Tree clearing along trail
ii. Start in Mid-August – take 6 months to 1 year

iii. Cost around $1,000.00 – Hope to Fundraise the total balance

B) Chris Farrell – Potential Eagle Scout Project

i. Wanamingo Nature Trail work – plant trees by new pedestrian walking bridge, identify trees with markers, restore old tree markers signs, bench restoration, and tree trimming that will be mulched for trail bedding
ii. Start Mid-August – take 6 months to 1 year

iii. Cost over $1,000.00 – Hope to Fundraise the total balance

C) Dan Rechtzigel – Goodhue County Commissioner

i. HWY 52 – spoke about going forward - how progress will affect the City of Wanamingo
ii. Goodhue County is part of the HWY 52 Partnership coalition – started to ensure a safer route between the Twin Cities metro area and the Rochester Area

iii. Showed the substantial progress that has been made between 2002 and 2013

iv. Goodhue County Commissioners created a HWY 52 fund in order to ready themselves to come up with matching funds for projects
v. Three intersections – Cannon Falls, County 9 & MN HWY 57 are along US HWY 52
vi. Cannon Falls was Goodhue County priority #1 – funded and will be built in the next year

vii. County 9 & MN HWY 57 flipped back and forth on priority until a number of fatal crashes on County 9 intersection

viii.  County 9 has been funded and will be completed in 2014
ix. Commissioner Rechtzigel asked the Council what their opinion was on having an interchange on the HWY 52 and HWY 57 intersection

x. Wanamingo City Council members said they had the highest priority in seeing the interchange be placed
xi. Funding on such a project would be 5 to 10 years out (Federal & State)

xii. Need Strategies for support – Resolution & Letter of Support from City Council and other Civic Organizations – including safety, emergency services, and economic impact on the community

xiii. Another way to support would be to attend Washington D.C. trip in June – would cost City $1,000/ person – go every year until funded

xiv. Possible Resolutions and letters from other communities affected – Kasson/Mantorville

xv. Mayor Holmes asked about 2013 paving in area – Commissioner Rechtzigel stated on a portion of County 9 in Sogen Valley will be completed in 2013

D) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Put up 4th of July banner on Main Street
ii. Sprayed weeds in streets along curbs, sprayed sidewalks, and around water hydrants

iii. Conducted tree trimming in Mingo View Drive

iv. Mowed a couple of times at the Wastewater plant and Nature Trail

v. Put flags up on Main Street for the 4th of July and Flag Day

vi. Repaired water main break by the Livery Barn on 2nd Ave

vii. Fireworks canisters taken out for the 4th of July and put away after the 4th
viii. Swept Streets twice

ix. State pool Inspector visited – no major issues, just small items that should be corrected
NEW BUSINESS:
Mayor Holmes opened up the public hearing on the consideration of the Adoption of the Official Zoning Map at 7:29pm – no public input was given, closed at 7:36pm.
RESOLUTION:
13-036 = Adopting Current Edition of the Zoning Map as the Official Zoning Map of the City of Wanamingo: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-037 = Approving refund for David & Ruthie Sjoblom for incorrect billing on utilities: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Majerus moved to amend dollar amount refund for $990.13, seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.  Original Resolution Passed 4-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
A) Speed Bump Discussion – the 500 block of 2nd Avenue placement

a. Citizens have mixed bag of if they want the speed bumps back up or not
b. If put back up there was concern of moving them a couple of feet from where they were located in 2012

c. Bigger trucks seemed to go faster over bumps than if they were not there

d. Kids seem to be attracted to playing in area since bumps are up

e. Residents do seem to think that they were effective

f. Council members asked that they be put up in 2013 – make sure neighbors are happy with placement before placing back up
