ALSO PRESENT:   Monty Schaefer, Anne Kopas - Kenyon Leader, Jennifer Nelson - SMIF, Deputy Trevor Sullivan, and Deputy Tom Blue - Goodhue County Sheriff's Office.
ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
1) Much of the past month was dedicated towards preparations for the Wanamingo 4th of July Celebration.
2) Trimmed trees overhanging the streets on the parade route.
3) Repaired a number of water shut-off valves utilizing the curf cutter
4) Hung the Main Street 4th of July Banner
5) Pallet Forks were purchased and delivered from Ziegler
6) Mowed at waste water plant, community garden, undeveloped lot boulevards, and other various locations around town.
7) Swept all of the streets around town before the 4th of July and the parade route on July 5th

8) Filled in the worst potholes around town with cold mix asphalt

9) Flow meter for the Maple Island industrial waste water will need to be replaced.  The flow meter for the main sewer line was replaced last winter at a cost of $2,211. 

10) Schumacher will be delivering class five gravel for the alleys the week of Jul 15th.  5-10 loads are planned to be bladed onto the alleys by City staff.  The City will demo a skid loader along with utilizing the City skid loader to finish the job within a couple of days.
B) Jennifer Nelson of SMIF report on:


1) McKnight Foundation started and gives six Minnesota Foundations Funds with roughly $1 million to 
SMIF in 2018 


2) Invested $5 million in the region in 2018

3) For every $1 raised in the region, $6 is invested.  For every $1 raised in Goodhue County. $17 is invested.

4) Since 2016 $285,000 has been invested in Goodhue County

5) Assisted Maple Island with business loan for warehouse expansion


6) Kenyon-Wanamingo School District was one of 25 school districts to receive a $20,000 early childhood 
education grant.


7) Wanamingo Community Foundation is able to utilize the 501(c)3 tax exempt status of SMIF along with 
reporting and tracking of the funds.


8) Current and future Grant opportunities - Small Town Grants & Economic Impact Grants

Mayor Holmes appreciates SMIF's help in Wanamingo, Goodhue County, and Southern Minnesota.  The 
City of 
Wanamingo may look at one of the grant opportunities for economic development with welcome 
information at the new MN TH 57/MN TH 60 roundabout.

C)  Deputy Trevor Sullivan of Goodhue County Sheriff's Office Reported on:


1) 4th of July went well with no major issues around town

2) Mayor Holmes said that he was happy with the sheriff's office presence around the fire hall before the 
dance.  Mayor Holmes also stated that fireworks complaints were down and it was a low key 4th of July.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
19-041  = Accepting Wanamingo Lions New Refrigerator Donation and Allowing the Old Refrigerator to be Utilized in the Lions Popcorn Wagon: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
19-042 = Approving Land Split for Goodhue County Parcel 70.100.0090: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Flotterud asked if the land split would cost the City anything.  Administrator Boulton stated that the party requesting the split would be required to pay the recording fee for the documents and that there were no direct costs to the City for the request.  Passed 5-0-0.

19-043 = Approving the Creation of a Third Public Works Maintenance Position, Hiring Process, and Advertisement Notice: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Administrator Boulton provided a background of the previous Council meetings and discussions leading up to the creation of the third public works maintenance position.  Boulton asked for advice as to where the advertisement of the newly created position should occur (i.e. website, Facebook page, Zumbrota Shopper, Kenyon Shopper, and/or Cannon Shopper).  Council agreed to place on website, Facebook page, Zumbrota Shopper twice, and Kenyon Shopper twice.  Flotterud asked that current maintenance staff has input on hiring of the position.  Boulton stated that the first round of interview might be in person with personnel committee or by phone with committee depending on availability on August 6-8.  The full Council interviews will be on August 12th (City Council meeting) with official hire date at the September 9th City Council meeting.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Ordinance #191 - Reducing Minimum Front-Line Setbacks for Buildings from 30 Feet to 25 Feet in R-2 Zones - Single Family Residential Public Hearing at 7:40PM.  Administrator Boulton explained that a number of homes constructed in the past twenty years are non conforming.  These walkout style homes are closer to 25 feet than 30 feet because the lot won't allow to meet the setback.  Administrator Boulton reminded the council that City Engineer Theobald had stated that 25 foot setback is the norm in Residential Districts in area communities at the June City Council meeting.  Boulton stated that this proposed ordinance change would help the homes in question come into compliance along with allowing future homes built to meet setback requirements.  No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:45PM.
Ordinance #191 - Reducing Minimum Front-Line Setbacks for Buildings from 30 Feet to 25 Feet in R-2 Zones - Single Family Residential - 2nd Reading - Dierks Moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0. 

The ad hoc solid waste/recycling committee presented the solid waste/recycling haulers proposals in the form of a bid tabulation sheet.  Waste Management's proposal for the five years was $13/month for residential solid waste and $6.18/residential recycling, for a total cost of $19.18.  The other three combined solid waste and recycling proposals from Advanced Disposal ($23.80/month), Countryside Disposal ($24.26), and Highland Sanitation ($37.45) were higher.  Waste Management's commercial solid waste was low while commercial recycling was second lowest.  Dierks stated that it would be difficult to tell residents they would pay almost $5 more per month to go with any other proposal beyond Waste Management's proposal.  Holmes stated that he has had discussion with a few residents and business owners that do not want Waste Management as a hauler and would like to see the local contractor (Countryside) get the contract, including Lindsey Fulton at Wanamingo Meat Locker.  Flotterud asked if recycling gets recycled by the hauler.  Boulton explained that much of what is thrown in the recycling in not recyclable and considered dirty recycling.  Boulton also stated that the solid waste is sorted at the Red Wing solid waste facility with recyclables taken out.  When in doubt if recyclable, the items should be thrown in the trash and can be recovered later in the process.  Boulton stated that the recycling industry has seen many changes in the last couple of years.  Southeast Asia no longer takes dirty recyclables sight unseen.  This has added costs by having the recyclable be processed before they go to end users.  Boulton also stated that recycling does have value by keeping the correct material out of landfills.  Holmes stated that after initial issues in service Waste Management's service has improved with very few issues the past month.  Boulton stated that the issues were mainly in the switching of haulers from Gibson Sanitation to Waste Management.  Boulton stated that these logistical issues would be present with any new hauler.  It is important to have one person of contact for these hauler to make corrections to the issues/concerns.  Schaefer stated that the Public Works employees are happy that Waste Management has been switching out the broken containers rather than the City staff switching out and making minor repairs to the containers.  This has saved the City staff time and stress.  The Waste Management truck is in town with new containers monthly.  The drivers note if containers are broken to create a list for later.  Flotterud stated that the proposals are not even close to consider anyone other than Waste Management.  Flotterud stated that it would have been nice to be able to choose if the proposals were closer.  Boulton asked the Council how they wish to proceed (bring in Waste Management or other Haulers for interviews at the July 22nd meeting, draft contracts for future Council consideration, or some other direction).  Flotterud stated that he wished to move forward with Waste Management but want to have discussion at the July 2nd meeting on recycling.  Flotterud stated that Wanamingo should have a serious discussion if recycling is viable long-term with the increased costs.  Holmes stated that large Cities such as New York have discontinued recycling due to logistics, sorting issues (dirty recycling), and cost.  Holmes stated that the contracts should be drafted for Council consideration at the August 12th Council meeting after the recycling discussions.
Jason Bauer of Jason Bauer Construction completed the steel roof on the log cabin at Riverside Park before the July 4th City Celebration.  The final project cost is $9,799.71.  Bauer tore off shingles, replaced rotted wood, placed spaced 2" x  6" boards with foam placed between the boards, and then placed Pro-Panel II burnished slate colored steel over the top.  Dierks asked if the sawed logs would be touched up with stain by the contractor.  Boulton stated that these touch ups would need to be completed by City Staff.  Schaefer stated that the City has stain on hand to match the log cabin.  Dierks stated that the boy scouts have a planned interior cleaning of the log cabin on July 28th.
Mayor Holmes passed along his condolences to the family of Kenyon Mayor Mike Engel.  Mayor Engel passed away on July 4th.  Mayor Engel was a great advocate and asset for the City of Kenyon.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton collaborated with Mayor Engel on a number of projects and will be missed.
