ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Preparation for the 4th of July throughout June

2) Swept streets twice


3) Sprayed weeds in streets along curb lines


4) Hung 4th of July welcome banner and street light pole banners


5) Mowed at waste water plant, walking trail, community garden, undeveloped lot boulevards, and other 
various areas around town

6) Moved garbage containers/picnic tables/road closure signage around for the 4th of July

VanDeWalker inquired as to how the summer help from the pool had worked out for weed trimming.  Kennedy stated that the one pool staff member had worked two days for a total of three hours.  Administrator Boulton encouraged this summer help to come in whenever free to assist before the 4th of July.  The maintenance staff were disappointed in the availability when help was needed. 

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
18-040 = Adopting a formal City of Wanamingo Utility Billing Policies and Procedures: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  VanDeWalker liked the explanation of how meters work in the policy.  This is a simple explanation easy for the public to understand.  Administrator Boulton stated that the explanation of water meters and potential leaks/extra usage section should assist customers to better understand their system and responsibility in the usage/billing process.  Administrator Boulton stated past concerns with utility customers and the need for a written set of policies and procedures to supplement Title V PUBLIC WORKS in the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances.  Flotterud asked what the policy was for large utility bills.  VanDeWalker and Boulton stated that utility bills will be reviewed on a case by case basis.  There is ability for customers to dispute the bill with the City Council if staff solution/explanation does not satisfy dispute.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-041 = Accepting 2018 4th of July Fireworks Monetary and In-Kind Donations: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Mayor Holmes stated the he appreciated all those that contributed to the fireworks donations and to making Wanamingo's 4th of July a success.  Administrator Boulton stated a need/good practice  for the Council to formally accept monetary donations in a resolution format moving forward.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-042 = Approving Professional Service Agreement with WHKS for the purpose of Conducting Engineering Design for Re-Plat of Prairie Ridge Estates: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Administrator Boulton explained Jessup DeCook's intentions/request to re-plat parts of the Prairie Ridge Estates development.  In June the Council agreed, in concept, to the City directly hiring WHKS for the re-platting work while Jessup DeCook reimburses the City for the work.  Having one firm perform the work is a cost savings to Mr. DeCook.  The City will instruct WHKS during the process with input from Mr. DeCook.  The City wants to make sure that WHKS is hired only by the City and ultimately has the City of Wanamingo's best interest in mind during the re-platting process.  Administrator Boulton stated that intentions of the re-plat process may include eliminating common areas of planned unit developments, the creation/reformation of single-family and townhome lots, moving the park locations, and requesting the City to take over some or all of the private paved road on the interior of the development.  Ohr stated that the City will have room for negotiations with Mr. DeCook in regards to the re-platting process.  The re-platting process could be directly tied to the park and potential improvements trade-offs.  Ohr asked if the trail would be privately owned or owned by the City.  Administrator Boulton stated that the City may be asked to take over the trail as well.  This would be part of negotiations.  VanDeWalker asked if there was any downside to approval of the PSA and re-plating process.  Administrator Boulton stated that the developer is paying the bill and the City is directing the work; best of both worlds.  The City can halt the work if it is not paid for upfront.  The City wishes to see this development succeed.  The way that part of the Prairie Ridge Estates development is platted may not work for today's needs and requires adjustments.  The City will formalize a development agreement with Mr. DeCook once the re-plat process is formalized and action items are required to move forward.  This will allow for concept plans to formalize, so that action items can be listed in a development agreement.  Passed 5-0-0.
The Wanamingo Parks and Recreation Advisory Board will meet again on July 10th at 7:00PM.  The board will go over estimates for the proposed 24' x 20' open park shelter at Prairie Ridge Park.  Administrator Boulton and Mayor Holmes stated that the committee would be working in partnership with Jessup DeCook on improvements.  The committee has provided estimates, list of materials, and basic plans to Jessup DeCook to consider.  The committee will speak  about the re-plat process and what that means to the location and improvements moving forward.   
Wanamingo City Council General Election - Filing for Mayor (2-Year Term), City Council (Two 4-Year Terms) will run from July 31st - August 14th.   
Administrator Boulton updated the Council on the land dedicated by Howard Held Trust to the City south of the Community Center was not properly recorded in 2007.  After further research the County Recorder has the documents properly recorded.   The recorded documents were not reflected in the County parcel maps.  This has since been corrected.  The issue should be resolved and the City has ownership of the land in question that was donated by Mr. Held in 2007. 
Mayor Holmes noted that Alicia Hunt-Welch resigned her job with News Record recently.  Mayor Holmes stated his appreciation for Alicia Hunt-Welch ability to tell Wanamingo's story in print over the years.  She has been replaced by David Friese.
