ADOPT AGENDA:   Ohr motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 3-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 3-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:
1) Mowed at the WWTP, trimmed around the community garden, mowed and trimmed the undeveloped lot boulevards, and mowed other various areas around town
2) Continued to trim trees throughout town hanging over the streets and alleys
3) Burned the brush pile and pushed up piles at the tree deposit/compost dump
4) Swept Streets until main broom shaft broke.  A new shaft and main broom have been ordered from MacQueen.
5) Graded Alleys to get rid of potholes and make smooth
6) Filled various potholes around town with cold mix
7) Replaced copper water lines and chlorine & sulfur injector manifold in the waste water treatment plant chemical room.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
20-060 = Certifying Proposed Tax levy for 2021: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Flotterud stated that he had been asking and receiving more of the budgeting information from Administrator Boulton.  Flotterud stated that he has a better understanding of the proposed 2021 budget and future debt service needs.  Passed 3-0-0.
20-061 = Adopting a Proposed Budget for 2021: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 3-0-0.

20-062 = Setting Date for Public Hearing and Continuation for 2021 Budget Adoption: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 3-0-0.

20-063 = Approval to Transfer Up to $35,850.00 from Operating Reserve to SEMMCHRA for 2020 Vacancy, Marketing, Capital, and Future New Roof Expenses: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Holmes was pleased with the potential of less levy contributions ($15,142 compared to $25,000) towards maintaining the $50,000 Heritage Hills escrow fund.  Passed 3-0-0.
20-064 = Extending an Emergency – COVID-19: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Boulton stated that the Council had approved Mayor Holmes Declaration of Emergency at the April 13th, the Council extended the Emergency on May 11th, extended again on June 8th, extended again on July 13th with the Declaration automatically be rescinded on August 10th if the Council does not extend.  The Council would need to approve an extension at the September 14th meeting or the declaration of emergency would be automatically rescinded.  Passed 3-0-0.
20-065 = Approving Pay Request No. 1 for Schumacher Excavating Inc for 2020 Roadway Improvements: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Theobald presented the $76,143.89 (17% of the awarded bid) pay estimate request to the Council.  This pay estimate is for work completed to date on the 2020 Roadway Improvements.  The work including the grinding of streets and repairing soft spots with braker rock and fabric new City Hall.  This planned work at City Hall to the base of the road should make solid material for an asphalt road and concrete for sidewalks and curb/gutters.  Holmes asked if there were any project concerns.  Theobald stated that there have been no major concerns, to date, with the project.  The project was delayed after the awarding of bids and signing of contracts because of private utility scheduling.  This pushed much of the work back months.  WHKS and Schumacher Excavating are working revised schedules with sub-contractors in order to meet the September 15th project completion date.  Passed 3-0-0.
20-066 = Approving Change Order 1 for Schumacher Excavating Inc on 2020 Roadway Improvements: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Theobald presented a list of additional work not included in the contract.  The list includes downtown alley patching for $1,500, manhole adjustments on 5th Street E and Hill Avenue for $800, 5th Street E patching (Areas 1-8) for $33,060, and Beverly Street/3rd Avenue storm sewer repairs and asphalt patch for $8,000.  This list was put together by City Staff and WHKS after the Council agreed to add additional work because of favorable bids and conservative budgeting.  Ohr was concerned with the 5th Street patching areas.  Ohr thought that some of the repairs made to the road in 2017 were starting to fail.  Ohr stated that a seal coat on the road would be better or a mill and overlay would be best to create a crown in the road.  Ohr wished to hold off on most of the 5th Street repairs.  Theobald agreed that going forward with all of these asphalt patches on 5th Street was a tough call.  Theobald stated that most of 5th Street had settled taking away the crown on most of the road.  Boulton and Theobald advocated making repairs to the settling/rut along the Northeast side of 5th Street (Area 1) was necessary.  Ohr moved to amend the resolution to remove Areas 2-8 on the recommended 5th Street patch work, seconded by Flotterud.  Amendment Passes 3-0-0.  Passed 3-0-0.

OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton provided an update on the MNDOT Roundabout unofficial detour damage.  City Staff, Council Member Ohr, WHKS staff, MNDOT staff, and a representative from Mathiowetz Construction Co met on August 4th regarding damage to the storm water line at the intersection of 3rd Avenue and Beverly Street.  The City maintained that the heavy semi and truck traffic from unofficial detour resulted in damage to 3rd Avenue and Beverly Street, and more specifically, to the storm water line at the intersection.  The City believes that the two months’ worth of heavy trucks and extra traffic was equal to ten years of normal heavy trucks and traffic on 3rd Avenue and Beverly Street.  WHKS estimated the cost to repair the damaged line at $5,000-$8,000.  Schumacher Excavating quoted the repair at $8,000 to make the necessary repairs to the storm sewer, install a structure to tie all pips together and re-patch the asphalt road.  Administrator Boulton and Council Member Ohr requested MNDOT reimburse the City for 20% of the repair costs.  Boulton explained that the Council was looking for an acknowledgement of damage to the road and a small contribution toward the repairs.  The City justified the minor request by saying that the pipe was over twenty-five years old, had been repaired fifteen years ago, but would not have been replaced for the next ten years had it not been for the extra truck traffic and repeated weight from the unofficial detour.  MNDOT and Mathiowetz Construction came back with an offer of $1,500 contribution toward the repairs to the storm sewer and road repairs.  This was intended to cover the 20% of the repairs not related to adding a new structure.  The contribution would come through Mathiowetz Construction as a project pay item.  MNDOT also requested that a letter be drafted by the City accepting the contribution while absolving MNDOT and Mathiowetz Construction of further claims on damage to the unofficial detour route of 3rd Avenue and Beverly Street.  Flotterud moved to accept the combined MNDOT/Mathiowetz Construction $1,500 contribution toward the storm sewer repairs and asphalt patch while absolving MNDOT and Mathiowetz Construction of any further claim on damage to the unofficial detour route of 3rd Avenue and Beverly Street, Seconded by Ohr.  Boulton stated that if approved he would draft a letter to MNDOT accepting the offer.  Holmes was pleased that MNDOT was willing to acknowledge damage and make a contribution toward repairs.  This is exactly what was requested.  Boulton stated that MNDOT was pleased to come to a fair conclusion on the claim.  Passed 3-0-0.
Councilmember Ohr reported that he, Councilmember VanDeWalker, and Administrator Boulton had made the annual City-wide nuisance tour.  The two Councilmembers pointed out the nuisances to Administrator Boulton who noted them on a spreadsheet and took photos.  Residents will be receiving photo calls and/or letters for nuisance clean ups.
