ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Berquam to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Leaf Blower finished – 7’ X 7’ dump box and newly designed leaf sucker should make fall clean-up easier
ii. Sludge Truck – switched transmissions and clutches.  Fixed plate and flywheel

iii. Fixed potholes on streets and fixed a few alleys with cold mix asphalt

iv. Trimmed trees - a couple of alleys and on Mingo View Drive

v. Pool Winterized – Materials ordered for fence on west side of the pool.  A gate will be installed, along with a small shed in which steel will be donated by Steve Haggstrom.

vi. Picnic tables at the ball fields were painted and reinforced

vii. Street sweeping took place two times this month

viii. Burned brush/tree pile at the City Dump

ix. Mowed at the WW plant twice, once on the nature trail, and once at the evergreens near Vertical Limits

x. Additional fan installed at the City Shop for circulation

B) Steve Drazkowski reported on:

i. Update of Legislative session
1) $6 billion deficit to start session

2) $34 billion budget plus $1.5 billion in borrowing for a $36 billion total budget in the biennium – for a balanced budget in July 2011

3) November 2011 showed a surplus of $875 million because of decreased spending and additional revenues

4) March 2012 showed an additional $375 million surplus

5) Surplus went to three items automatically – Cash Flow Account, Budget Reserve, and Pay off Educational Shifts

6) ½ of the Educational Shifts have now been paid off

7) The 2013-2014 biennium budget shows a $1.1-$1.2 billion projected deficit

ii. Vikings Stadium was discussed

1) Pull Tabs expected to be three times the amount of sales once they are switched over to electronic
2) If the electronic pull tabs are not generating the funds, the tax payers through the General Fund will need to kick in the rest of the money

iii. City Council Inquired as to the Tax Bill that was vetoed by Governor Dayton

1)  If Rochester voters re-authorize the sales tax – 5% of the sales tax will go towards a regional grant programs to Cities that met criteria (25 miles from Rochester and had a EDA).  Wanamingo was left off original language.  But, was included in the tax bill vetoed by Governor Dayton 
2) Representative Drazkowski said if Rochester reauthorizes the sales tax, he would work to ensure that Wanamingo would be included in the 5% share included for Cities meeting the criteria

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
Ordinance #160 – Amending Barking Dog Ordinance – 1st Reading – Administrator Boulton gave an overview of new ordinance – current ordinance hard to enforce.  City staff worked with City prosecuting attorney to draft language similar to City of Kenyon.  Information will be on City website and posted at City Hall for comments.
12-039 =Adopting proposed City of Wanamingo Budget for 2013: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0
12-040 = Adopting 2012 4th quarter maintenance work plan: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0
12-041 = Certifying mowing on lots to County Auditor/Treasurer for collection in 2013 property taxes:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0

12-042 = Approving updated postage meter agreement with Hasler Inc.:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0
Possible Refinancing of 2005B and 2006C bonds through Northland Securities update: Administrator Boulton stated that there would be a resolution for Council’s consideration at the October City Council Meeting for refinancing of bonds 2005B and 2006C.  Original estimates show minor, but significant savings over the life of each bond.
