ALSO PRESENT:   Brad Kennedy, Brandon Theobald - WHKS Engineering, David Friese – Zumbrota News Record, & Terri Washburn - Kenyon Leader.
ADOPT AGENDA:   Dierks motioned, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Worked on major underground locating projects for Midco Broadband and Prairie Ridge Estates re-
platting project

2) Took aluminum can wagon to West Concord

3) Mowed at waste water plant, walking trail, community garden, undeveloped lot boulevards, and other 
various areas around town

4) Cleaned Mingo View water tower.  Large and small chunks of rubber interior coating had come off from 
moving ice last winter that was removed.  The pump is at Olson Motor Repair waiting for a special cord.  
The pump will be installed roughly six feet off the ground suspended by a chain.  Shane Electric will need to 
rewire in the motor.

5) Exercised both the back-up generators at the Fire Hall and Well House

6) Had sewer jetter repaired - new carburetor kit and electrical ignition module (controls spark) 

7) A new air compressor was ordered for shop.  The old compressor motor is failing.
Boulton and Kennedy presented a recommendation memo, including quotes, for the purchase of an insert salt/sander for the existing City dump truck.  The purchase of the salt/sander would be paid for with the proceeds of the grader sale. The insert salt/sander would allow for the maintenance staff to spread salt/sand without having to raise and lower the dump truck and will be hydraulically driven.  The salt/sand would no longer need to be placed directly in the box of the dump truck.  The insert salt/sander could help extend the life of the lift and box.  The insert salt/sander could be utilized in a different dump truck if the City were to purchase one in the future.  Kennedy stated that the current auger system on the back of the City dump truck is rusted out and could fall apart any time.  Kennedy noted that the committee desired the vac shoot with a flip up door.  Dierks asked how long it would take for delivery once ordered.  Boulton stated that it could take up to six weeks.  Dierks move to approve insert salt/sander purchase recommendation of the Towmaster Truck Equipment quote - $7,515.00, seconded by Ohr. Passed 5-0-0.

B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS Engineering reported on:


1) Working towards a proposed re-plat of Prairie Ridge Estates

2) No Action to take place in September - There will be public hearings before consideration of a proposed 
re-plat of Prairie Ridge Estates in October


3) The area was originally platted in 2004.  The area in question was designed for multi-unit housing such as 
townhomes and 4-plexes.  The plat included an association that incorporated common areas, private storm
water ponds, and private roadways.

4) The proposal is looking at mostly traditional single family parcels including five townhome lots with the 
elimination of common areas.  The proposal has the City taking over storm water ponds and private 
roadways.

5) Jessup DeCook, owner of Prairie Land Development LLC has submitted a proposal letter which includes 
the following:


A) Transferring ownership of storm water retention ponds to City - Willing to clean out before 


transfer occurs



B) Tall Grass Lane and Tall Grass Court be dedicated as public right-of-ways with public streets



C) Transfer of current park to Prairie Land Development LLC



D) Dedicating new park area including portion of current road - removing a portion of asphalt and 


filling in area to create a usable space



E) Planned Residential Development - proposed setbacks and lot types



F) Connect unusable water services together to function as one, where feasible



G) Request not to construct sidewalk where initially proposed to keep costs down


6)  Planned Residential (Unit) Development - create own setbacks and density from City Code of 
Ordinances.  Proposed setback would be part of submittal.  Density in re-plat would go down from roughly 
50 units to 32 units. 


7) Sidewalk - Original plan had a sidewalk on one side of the loop around the development.  Developer has requested to not construct which would save roughly $70,000.
Boulton stated that if the City wishes to proceed the Council should consider a broader picture sidewalk comprehensive plan.  Ohr did not like the piecemeal construction of sidewalk one home at a time.  The sidewalks would go nowhere until they are all constructed.  Dierks liked the idea of sidewalks in Prairie Ridge but would need to go somewhere.  Flotterud asked if the sidewalks could be put in after the development was constructed.  Theobald stated that it would be very difficult to meet each driveway elevation with the elevation of the new sidewalks - ADA compliance.  VanDeWalker stated that there is a need for sidewalks for children so they are not pushed to the streets.  Theobald stated that cost is a factor in small communities as to why sidewalks are not constructed.  However, sidewalks are very difficult to construct after developments are complete.  Holmes stated that having a sidewalk system as an amenity may make the development more attractive to market.  VanDeWalker asked about leaving in a large portion of the asphalt for the proposed park.  Theobald proposed keeping roughly 50 feet of the asphalt for parking and a small basketball hoop.  After 50 feet the elevation starts to change drastically.  Ohr stated that in order to make the rest of the park usable and to meet ADA requirements that the remaining asphalt will need to be removed and the area filled in/leveled out.  Theobald stated that the sidewalk would be listed as a specific item on the notice for the October public hearing that will be sent out to neighboring properties and published in the newspaper.
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
18-051 = Adopting 2018 4th Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Flotterud requested clarification for next steps in the Mingo View Water Tower icing/sediment issue.  Kennedy stated that the pump would be suspended by a chain roughly six feet from the ground.  Shane electric would be re-wiring in the electric cord to the pump.  Olson Motor has a special electric cord on order.  Flotterud asked if the pump would be left on if sediment appeared in water.  Kennedy and Theobald stated that the situation would be reviewed if sediment returned.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-052 = Certifying Mowing Services to Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for the Collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2019: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Mayor Holmes asked if there were any challenges to the certifications. No challenges were made.  Passed 5-0-0.

18-053 = Authorizing Snow Removal Contract Extension: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Ohr and Holmes want to make sure that the blowing/pushing alternatives were discussed with the contractor and addressed in the contract extension.  Administrator Boulton stated that conversations had taken place with the contractor and that language stated that blowing would be primary and pushing would be an alternative/emergency option.  VanDeWalker stated that the City needs the contractor and that the contractor could make more money at other locations.  Passed 5-0-0.
18-054 = Approving Lawn Mowing Contract Extension with Lunde Lawn Care:  Dierks moved to approve, seconded by Flotterud. VanDeWalker stated that he was happy with the great job that Sheldon Lunde Lawn Care does on the mowing.  Flotterud asked why the City does not contract all the mowing.  Administrator Boulton stated that the City handles the rough areas along with the safety of keeping the sewer plant secure (i.e. not worrying about locks/gates).  Passed 5-0-0.
18-055 = Receiving Bids and Awarding the Low Bid for the 2018 Crack Sealing Project:  Ohr moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Theobald stated that the cracks were not measured on the proposed streets.  The contractor will complete 17,000 linear feet of crack cleaning and sealing and will stop.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
FEMA/MN Department of Emergency Management 2016 Wanamingo Flooding project has been finalized.  The documentation has been submitted and formally approved and case closed.  The City received the remaining $16,214.85 last week.
The filing deadline for the local Wanamingo 2018 general elections has passed.  The filings for Mayor (2-Year Term - Elect One) are Ryan Holmes and City Council (4-Year Term - Elect Two) are Larry VanDeWalker and Eric Dierks.  The general election will take place November 6, 2018.
