NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
17-055 = Adopting 2017 4th Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Flotterud asked if the Mingo View water tower/tank winter preparation maintenance should be added to the list and when the maintenance staff planned to complete this task.  Brad Kennedy said that it would be completed in the middle to end of October.  Jeff Benson will be building a stainless steel stand for the circulation pump to sit on.  The tank will be cleaned prior to starting the circulation pump for the season.  The tower/tank maintenance was added to the work plan in mid October.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
City staff and American Legal Publishing have finished up the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances Codification/new supplements.  Administrator Boulton asked that Council Members bring in their Code of Ordinances books to Wanamingo City Hall in order to change out the new supplements.  The Council will consider an Ordinance adopting and enacting the supplements at the October City Council meeting.

The 2017 Wanamingo Roadway Improvements are now under way.  Subcontractors for Rochester Sand & Gravel are prepping for pavement.  The subcontractors are milling, cutting out sections of asphalt to be replaced, replacing curb, and lowering manholes/curb stops.  Rochester Sand and Gravel intends to pave next week.
Wanamingo Riverside Park LCCMR improvements are nearing completion.  Zumbro Watershed Partnership is supervising the project being completed by the Civilian Corp Minnesota - Summer Youth Corp.  Final dirt restoration is scheduled to be completed next week.

Councilmember VanDeWalker invited the Council to the POW/MIA dedication ceremony on Friday September 15th at 6:00PM.  Roland Olson, a former Goodhue County resident, will be added to the memorial as a POW in WWII.  Mr. Olson had been left off the list due to inaccurate records.  Thanks to Gary Bakko's research which led to information in old Wanamingo Progress newspapers, Roland Olson will be added to the POW memorial.

Council Member VanDeWalker, former City Council Member Gary Bakko, and Administrator Boulton submitted a grant application through Southern Minnesota Initiative Foundation (SMIF).  The $10,000 'Small Town Grant Application' was submitted for the Wanamingo Riverside Park Log Cabin restoration project intended to take place in 2018.  The City should hear back in early October if the grant application is successful.
