ADOPT AGENDA:   Kyllo motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed  4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Cleaned out contact tank at waste water plant.  This is the point in which chlorine is introduced before the 
treated water is introduced onto the Zumbro River.  This contact tank needs to be cleaned every 3-4 years.

2) Cleaned out grate walking area between playground equipment at Riverside Park


3) Trimmed trees at Riverside Park


4) Mowed/weed whipped ditch between elevator and Livery Barn

5) Sump pump and drain installed at Main Well House


6) Can wagon taken to Red Wing twice


7) Trees cuts/sprayed along Prairie Ridge Boulevard


8) Broken chemical room door at pool replaced with steel door


9) Pool has been fully winterized


10) Lights working on MN HWY 57 Bridge after eye replaced and relay replaced (Shane Electric)


11) Medical Center outside light bulbs replaced


12) Mowed boulevard and future water tower site at Cenex 4th Addition


13) Swept Streets twice


14) Started placing dirt under boards at hockey rink to eliminate gaps and hopefully make better ice


15) Trimmed hanging trees around all stop and yield signs around town
B) State Senator Matt Schmit - Legislative Update:


1) Said that 2015 was a good session because the Legislature avoided tax cuts and/or spending the surplus

2) $850 million short-term budget reserves left over


3) Looking at a comprehensive transportation funding package that would include ideas from all sides


A) Road and bridges repair needs - MN HWY 57/MN HWY 60 intersection safety  and MN HWY 


57/US HWY 52 future interchange



B) Governor recommended 16 cents/gallon of gas tax increase



C) House of Representatives had plan for one time general fund money


4) Will need to continue to align the state tax code with the federal tax code - costs involved

5) Want additional commitment for Local Government Aid - Currently back to 2002 level of funding

6) Want additional commitment for schools - gave 2% increase during the past biennium

7) The Legislature was able to place additional funding of rural nursing homes


8) Additional needs in Broadband funding for greater Minnesota


9) Health Care - Insurance/Reform meeting at the Cannon Falls Winery on October 8th


10) Zip Rail Issues discussed - EIS studies by the State and North America High Speed Rail - long process

Council members asked questions to Senator Schmit on MN HWY 57/MN HWY 60 safety, MN HWY 57/US HWY 52 Future Interchange, Closed Landfill Program/Solid Waste Management Issues in the County, and Zip Rail.

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-046 = Approving the Appointment of Stuart Ohr to the Vacant Seat on the Wanamingo City Council: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 4-0-0.  Stuart Ohr was seated on the Council.  The official swearing in will take place at the October Wanamingo City Council meeting.
15-047 = Approving 2015 4th Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Discussions re-emphasized that the City Council has no desire to re-introduce curbside pickup of leaves in the boulevards for homeowners. Passed 5-0-0.
15-048 = Certifying Mowing Charges to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for 2016 Property Tax Collection:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-049 = Accepting and Approving the donation of funds toward an additional trophy case in the Wanamingo Community Center:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Administrator Boulton provided a memo with background information about donations from the Holt family and Wanamingo Lions for the construction and installation of a trophy case/cabinet. Passed 5-0-0.
15-050 = Approving the transfer of improvements completed to the nature trail by Chris Farrell and Travis Husbyn as part of Eagle Scout Projects to the City:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-051 = Approving Pay Request No. 1-Final for Champion Coatings, Inc. on the Sewer Plant Digester  Roofs Rehab Work:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-052 = Authorizing and Approving the 2016-2018 Law Enforcement Contract with Goodhue County Sheriff:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  A memo was provided by Administrator Boulton on the meetings and research that went into the recommendation by the committee.  Holmes and Berquam recommended the contract extension as the best fiscal decision for law enforcement services in Wanamingo for the next three years.  Each stated the concerns shared with the sheriff's offices on needing community engagement and visibility within the City. VanDeWalker wanted to make sure the public lets the Council members know about policing concerns as soon as possible so that they are addressed in a timely manner.  Kyllo stated his concerns on the lack of relationships with current deputies specifically related to the fire department.  Holmes moved to table the issue until the October 5th Wanamingo City Council Meeting, Seconded by Berquam.  The Council will receive a presentation by Patrol Commander Paul Gielau or Major Kris Johnson at the October meeting. Passed (Tabled until October 5th) 5-0-0.
Ordinance #170 Amending ATV Ordinance 71.08 Definitions – 1st Reading – The proposed ordinance dealt housekeeping in order to make City Code reflect the MN State Statutes definitions in this section.
