ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda with the addition of Special Event Application – JB’s Tavern to New Business, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Majerus to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Brush Pile and Leaf pile Pushed up a couple of times – Brush Pile Burned
ii. Mowed at waste water plant

iii. Yellow painted on curbs around town for no parking – white lines painted for parking stalls on Main Street

iv. Repaired leaking water main shut off valve at 3rd Avenue and Beverly Street – new leak started over the weekend – will make repairs on September 11th 

v. Swimming Pool in the process of being winterized

vi. American Flags were put up and taken down over Labor Day Weekend

vii. Hockey Rink – more boards painted/repaired and brackets made to hold boards that are out on the South end of the Rink

NEW BUSINESS:
Application – Special Event – September 19th – JB’s Tavern

a) Discussion took place on a request for a special event – outdoor dance.  The Wanamingo City Code 114.24 speaks about the issuance of a permit.  The requirements are vague and needed clarification by the City Council regarding hours of the event, security ratio requirements, and if the City/Person making request should send letters out to neighbors letting them know about the event ahead of time.

b) VanDeWalker moved, seconded by Benson to create an application for such event(s) at JB’s Tavern Parking Lot to include no music of any sort after 12:00AM (midnight), a security guard requirement for no more than 50 people per 1 security guard at the event, and a requirement to send letters to neighbors within 500 feet of the event at least one week prior to the event.  Events will be considered and final approval made by the Mayor and City Administrator on the issuance of the said permit in Wanamingo Code of Ordinances 114.24.  Passed 5-0-0.

RESOLUTION:
14-061 = Accepting Steve Haggstrom, Public Works Director's Resignation: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes and the City Council publicly thanked Steve Haggstrom for his service, talents, and time.  The Council wished his well.
A memo was provided by Administrator Boulton on the proposed process in replacing Mr. Haggstrom.  The personnel committee finished accepting applications for the position before the meeting.  In the next two weeks they will assign points to the applications, have initial interviews, and recommend 2-4 candidates for the City Council to interview and consider offering the position to the chosen candidate on September 22nd (Special Council Meeting). 

14-062 = Approving 2014 4th Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-063 = Certifying Mowing Charges to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for collection with 2015 property taxes:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  No comments were made by those parties with potential certification.  The parties had been notified by mail with over two weeks advance notice.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-064 = Approving City Right of Entry Agreement with Parrot Head, LLC:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-065 = Approving Change Order 1 and 1st Pay Request No. 1 – Final for K & W Coatings, LLC on water tower painting project:  Berquam moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Brandon Theobald – WHKS stated that the water tower painting project was complete.  The project costs were reduced overall by $12,000.  $16,000 savings in paint change and an addition of $4,000 in crack welding and cutting out some old pipe stands.  The project will have one-year anniversary paint touch, commencing one year from today.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-066 = Approving Land Swap with Maple Island Inc:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-067 = Regarding Issuance of General Obligation Improvement Bonds to Finance the 2014 Roadway and Utility Improvements Project – Cenex 4th Addition:  Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.

Karen DuCharme – SEMMCHRA – spoke about the need for the City to pass the next 4 resolutions and approve a number of policies and procedures for the administration of MN DEED Grant CDAP-13-0048-O-FY14 (Residential Housing rehab covering Springcroft Apartment Complex and roughly 12 residential single family homes).  Once the City turns over administration of the project, starting in October, the City will receive monthly funding reports.  The money will go in a targeted area of town, starting with those that have applied.  If no more applications come in and money exists, the coverage area can expand.  All of the resolutions, policies, and procedures that will be considered by the Council will only be specifically for the project – CDAP-13-0048-O-FY14
14-068 = Approving an Administrative Contract with SEMMCHRA for the MN DEED Grant CDAP-13-0048-O-FY14:  Berquam moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-069 = Approving SEMMCHRA Deputy Director as Authorization/Release of funds Authority on behalf of the City of Wanamingo for MN DEED Grant CDAP-13-0048-O-FY14:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-070 = Approving an Excessive Force/Civil Rights Policy:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-071 = Approving the Adoption of a Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.

Benson moved to approve Drug free Workplace, Fair Housing Plan, HUD 2880, Grant Contract, Program Income, Section 3 Plan, Standards, & Policies, & Procedures for MN DEED Grant CDAP-13-0048-O-FY14, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 

Brandon Theobald explained that $4,000 was held back for TJ’s Trucking to complete the touch ups in each of the well houses (piping) where rust spots showed through after painting.  TJ’s has been notified and will be lining up a date to return and complete the work.
