Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Holmes to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Johnson motioned, seconded by Sandberg to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  

Brian Groth spoke about his interest in the Wright Motor Coach building.  He requested that if he was able to buy the Wright building, he would like to buy EDA parcel number 70.145.0020.  He wanted to know what the EDA would price the value of the land at.  His plan would be to modify and eventually expand the Wright building for his dealership.  He would need room to display equipment, hence the reason for the purchasing of the EDA land.  Director Boulton provided the EDA with a memo explaining options and costs to develop the land in question.
It was moved to enter into an agreement to offer Brian Groth right of first refusal on parcel number 70.145.0020 with an asking price of $50,000 as long as Brian Groth could purchase the Wright Motor Coach building and land.  Motion made by Schaefer, seconded by Sandberg.  Approved 5-0-0.
NEW BUSINESS: 
An update and a memo were presented to the EDA on the Goodhue County EDA Summit.  Each community in Goodhue County recognized one business that worked in manufacturing.  Mayor Holmes, on behalf of the City of Wanamingo, put forward Jeff’s Welding (Jeff Benson) as the business to recognize for manufacturing.

OLD BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION 13-08 – Approving the continued lease on EDA Farmland in 2014 – Holmes motioned to approve, Seconded by Schaefer.  This was a formal recognition of the discussion that took place between Mr. Allen and the Wanamingo EDA in August.  Approved 5-0-0.

Director Boulton informed the EDA that the heating tapes for the eve’s troughs were installed at the Medical Center Building as previously requested by the EDA.

Mayor Holmes and Director Boulton gave an update on new business activity that is or will be occurring.  A pet grooming business will be going into Braget’s building on Main Street in the spring.  A Thrift store is set to open in Todd Greseth’s building in early December.  Baker’s gas station put in new pumps that now allow credit cards to be used.  Bakers plan on additional changes to the building to allow for a small convenience store in conjunction with the gas station. 
There being no further business Holmes made a motion seconded by Johnson to adjourn at 6:50 p.m.  Approved 5-0-0.
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
