ADOPT AGENDA:  Berg motioned, seconded by Schaefer to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berg motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  None
NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 12-08 – Approving the termination of the farmland rental agreement with current lessee and approving new 5-year agreement with new lessee.  Berg moved to approve.  Seconded by Gudknecht.  Discussion focused on details of the agreement; specifically rent amounts and length of agreement.  Rent was set at $150/acre.  Rent is set artificially low in order to entice Mr. Allen to construct a building on EDA land in Wanamingo.  There was a one-year out for the EDA if Mr. Allen does not start construction by August 1, 2013.  The intent of the EDA and Mr. Allen is – if other parties are interested in the rented land for construction – he would vacate the seed plot land for development. Passed 5-0-0.
Air Duct Cleanout will be performed by Air Quality Solutions on November 10th – EDA Director Boulton explained in Memo regarding health and tenant retention concerns.  No action was needed by the board.

2012 Goodhue County EDA Summit Update – Mayor Berg and EDA Director Boulton attended the summit at the Madd Jaxx Chalet in Welch Village on October 25th.  There was a focus on outdoor recreation in the County.  There were presenters that spoke on bike trails, Save the Bluffs, and Explore Minnesota.  The presentation was not helpful for the City of Wanamingo.  There seemed to be a focus on the Mississippi River needs, while a lack of focus for the rest of the County.
