NEW BUSINESS: None
OLD BUSINESS:
A memo and an update were provided by Administrator Boulton on Cenex Addition 4th Addition.  The project is on budget and on schedule.  The contractor has completed roughly 80% of the work before work was suspended for the winter season.  In total, $543,614.97 out of the original bid of $625,729.17 has been paid.  All of the underground, most of the curb/gutter, and the first lift blacktop has been completed.  The final lift of black top, the rest of the curb/gutter, and other punch list items will need to be completed in the spring.  After this is completed, private utilities will be installed.  The MN DEED grant paperwork has all been signed and received.  The City engineer, Brandon Theobald and Administrator Boulton will work reimbursement from the grant.  The rest of the project, i.e. assessments and completion of sale to Parrot Head LLC is set be completed by July 2015.
A memo and an update were provided by Administrator Boulton on repairs for the EDA owned Medical Building.  Maintenance issues have come up in which funds have been spent to make repairs.  The repairs include a new water heater in the suite occupied by Olmsted Medical Center, new heat tapes in the eves/troughs on the east side of the building, and replacement of 4 out of the 5 bulbs in the front (west side) of the building.
Mayor Holmes and President Kittelson thanked Danny Benson for his service on the Wanamingo EDA and City Council.  Danny Benson is stepping down after not being a candidate for re-election to the Wanamingo City Council in November of 2014.

There being no further business Benson made a motion seconded by Sandberg to adjourn at 6:13 p.m.  Approved 7-0-0.
