Brian Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Ohr to adopt. Approved 6-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA: Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 6-0-0.
PRESENTERS: None 

NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 16-01 = Election of 2016 EDA Board Officers of President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary:  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Sandberg.  Passed 6-0-0.

Resolution 16-02 = Approving re-appointments of Jim Kittelson, Brian Gudknecht, and Josh Schaefer to the EDA Board:  Sandberg moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 6-0-0
EDA Members Schaefer and Gudknecht were administered the Oath of Office by EDA Director Boulton.
Resolution 16-03 = Setting EDA Meeting Schedule for 2016:  Sandberg moved to approve, seconded by Gudknecht.  Passed 6-0-0.
EDA Director Boulton gave an update on the EDA/City 2015 Bond Indebtedness Report.  The EDA paid $130,000 in principal in 2015 and owes $581,250 at the end of 2015.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton gave an update on vacant land for sale owned by the Wanamingo EDA on Mill Street.  The EDA continues to advertise (on City website) a starting price at the Assessor's valuation with the ability to negotiate.  Cal Fulton no longer has interest in the property.  Administrator Boulton has spoken with Rapp Surveying and have been placed on the list to clear up selling a sliver of the lot to Diane Lexvold/Bobby Carlson; since the garage is built over the property line.  Once a new legal description is provided by Rapp Surveying, the City Attorney David Jacobsen will conduct the sale and file the paperwork.  Costs for surveying, the City Attorney, and a County recorder's fee involved with the transaction will be billed to Diane Lexvold.  Once the information is prepared, the EDA will consider a formal resolution for approval.
The EDA discussed the Medical Center open suite.  No new updates have occurred since the December EDA Board Meeting.  NorthStar Genetics has interest in leasing the suite.  The EDA has agreed to new carpet, wall repairs of drywall, and cosmetic repairs to the back door.  NorthStar Genetics is obtaining estimates on additional work including: placing a T shaped wall to make one office and a board room, removing the window between the suite in question and the current back suite that NorthStar Genetics rents, fix door between the two suites, and place a window where the new office space would be.  There was also some discussions on the removal of the water fountain.  NorthStar Genetics also would like to explore replacing flooring in all their suites and the hallway.  Local contractor have not gotten back to the City and NorthStar about providing estimates for the items listed above.  The EDA will receive an update at the next meeting on these details from Administrator Boulton.

Administrator Boulton provided an update to the EDA on the permanent sign to advertise the remaining Cenex 4th Addition lots for sale that would include asking prices for each lot.  T & S signs out of Mazeppa will be constructing two signs, one for MN HWY 57 and the other for MN HWY 60.  T & S signs has not been able to come for a site visit to discuss details of the sign yet.  The signs will be constructed and placed in the Spring.  The board members wished to advertise a sales price that included all costs plus $5,000 per lot.  The additional costs would cover advertising, closing costs, and attorney fees.  Additional discussion took place for advertising online.  The EDA/City is advertising on a couple of free sites, but does not wish to pay fees to advertise the lots at this time.
There being no further business Gudknecht made a motion seconded by Sandberg to adjourn at 6:21 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
