NEW BUSINESS: 
Resolution 14-01 – Election of 2014 EDA Board Officers of President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary – Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Sandberg.  Passed 7-0-0.

Resolution 14-02 – Approving re-appointment of Ryan Holmes, Danny Benson, Josh Sandberg, and Brian Johnson to the EDA Board – Gudknecht moved to approve, Seconded by Sandberg.  Passed 7-0-0.

Resolution 14-03 – Setting EDA Meeting Schedule for 2014 – Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by Johnson.  Passed 7-0-0.
Information was provided of a Health Impact Assessment being conducted by Goodhue County.  The County received a grant to conduct an assessment regarding land use and policy planning decisions with a health perspective.
An update was given to the EDA about the 2013 Bond Indebtedness report.  The EDA owes principal of $839,500 on four bonds at the end of 2013.  The EDA paid $120,250 in principal on the four bonds in 2013.
OLD BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION 14-04 – Approving Option Agreement between Wanamingo EDA and Brian Groth for EDA land in Cenex 3rd Addition – Gudknecht moved to approve, Seconded by Johnson.  Passed 7-0-0.
An Update was given on Decker Power Equipment; Tax Abatement.   The second $1,000 payment for tax abatement was issued to Kevin Decker.  The property taxes were paid, he is still in business, and employs a part-time employee.

The trailer park, known as Hillcrest Manor, is in the process of being sold on 1/17/2014.  It sounds like a number of issues will be resolved at the time of closing.  The City has been told that the park will start to see a number of improvements with the new owner.

Ringo’s had its final send off over the weekend.  Barney Nesseth will be leasing the property, making improvements, and opening back up as JB’s Tavern at the end of the month.
There being no further business Schaefer made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:23 p.m.  Approved 7-0-0.
