Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
EDA Members Jim Kittelson, Danny Benson, and Ryan Holmes were administered the Oath of Office.

ADOPT AGENDA:  Johnson motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 7-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 7-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  Barney Nesseth – Presented a list of ideas to encourage business in Wanamingo.  There were also suggestions to assist businesses in succession planning.  Mr. Nesseth also expressed interest in updating the City website to show inventory of locations and incentives for business.
NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 13-01 – Election of 2013 EDA Board Officers.  Benson moved to approve.  Seconded by Schaefer.  President – Jim Kittelson, Vice-President – Brian Johnson, Treasurer – Danny Benson, and Secretary – Michael Boulton. Passed 7-0-0.
RESOLUTION 13-02 – Approving appointment of Ryan Holmes and re-appointment of Jim Kittelson to the EDA Board.  Gudknecht moved to approve.  Seconded by Johnson.  Passed 7-0-0.
Wanamingo EDA Bylaws – A discussion took place about changes to Article III, Section II regarding length of terms.  Suggestions were made to bring forth changes at the next meeting to allow the City Council members terms to be for 2-years and reduce the number of years in a term for the remaining 5 members.
Medical Center Building Update – There has been ice build up on the east side of the building, near the workout center entrance.  The City staff will be purchasing and installing heat lines in eve’s troughs and gutters for the 2013-2014 winter season.

An update was given by Administrator Boulton on the EDA’s portion of the 2012 Bond Indebtedness report.  The report shows that the four EDA bonds still have principal owed of $959,750.00 as of 1/1/2013
OLD BUSINESS:
An Update was given to the EDA on the local sharing of the Rochester Sales Tax Renewal.  The City of Wanamingo is working on legislative action that would make Wanamingo eligible for a portion of the sales tax sharing.

An update was given on Decker Power Equipment tax abatement.  In 2011 an agreement was made to assist bringing Kevin Decker into a vacant building in the Cenex Addition.  The first of three $1,000.00 payments were made at the beginning of the year.
There being no further business Schaefer made a motion seconded by Benson to adjourn at 6:48 p.m.  Approved 7-0-0.
