EDA Members Brian Johnson and Laurie Musselman were administered the Oath of Office by EDA Director Boulton.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Ohr motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 7-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA: Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 7-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Resolution 18-01 - Election of 2018 EDA Board Officers of President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary.  Holmes moved to approve, seconded by Kittelson.  Passed 7-0-0.

Resolution 18-02 = Approving re-appointments of Brian Johnson and Laurie Musselman to the EDA Board:  Ohr moved to approve, seconded by Kittelson.  Passed 7-0-0

Resolution 18-03 = Setting EDA Meeting Schedule for 2018:  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Kittelson.  Passed 7-0-0.

EDA Director Boulton gave an update on the EDA/City 2017 Bond Indebtedness Report.  The EDA paid $61,250 in principal in 2017 and owes $462,000 at the end of 2017.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton provided a memo regarding the 2017 Goodhue County Economic Development Authority Summit that was held at the Mount Frontenac Golf Course on September 27th.  The board discussed items that were brought up at the summit.
Administrator Boulton provided an update on the Cenex 4th Addition lots and the development agreement with Concast.  The changes have been made to the agreement and both parties have agreed in principle.  The closing date will be in late January 2018 or early February 2018 on for the sale of the property from the EDA to Concast.  The EDA board will be presented the final version of the development agreement to see/confirm at the next EDA Board meeting.  The EDA Board approved an earlier version of the development agreement knowing that minor changes would occur.  Ben Olson, President of Concast, has stated a desire to construct a building on the new lots rather than add to the current building.

Administrator Boulton provided an update on the St. Marc Materials development agreement/TIF District.  All of the documents were signed and recorded.  Tammy Omdal of Northland Securities has recorded the appropriate documents with Goodhue County and the State Auditor.  St. Marc Material has indicated bringing in construction plans this spring and for construction of the warehouse to begin soon thereafter. 

There being no further business Gudknecht made a motion seconded by Ohr to adjourn at 6:16 p.m.  Approved 7-0-0.
