James Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Schaefer to adopt. Passed 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Johnson to approve.  Approved 5-0-0.

PRESENTERS:  

Nate Parker – Black Forrest Performing Art Center LLC – Presented preliminary concept for a Theatre/ Film/ Art Center.  This would be a for profit facility.  They want to buy the three developed commercial lots in the industrial park for the building of two storage buildings.  Eventually, they would like to purchase the EDA land to the South of Marcstone and ConCast for the building of a 90,000 square foot building with two 600 seat theatres, a large common area, two levels, 10-15 classrooms, 12 bathrooms, and parking lots.  The financing for the facility is in place.  Within one month, they want to purchase the hardware store (keeping Ace Quality Hardware open) and Jerry Peterson’s buildings (for offices).  Development agreements (along with an escrow account) could follow after a March presentation to the EDA.
NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 12-01 – Election of 2012 EDA Board Officers of President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary.  Schaefer moved to approve.  Seconded by Gudknecht.  Passed 5-0-0.
RESOLUTION 12-02 – Accepting the resignation of Todd Kyllo from the Economic Development Authority Board.  Benson moved to approve.  Seconded by Johnson.  Passed 5-0-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

Meyers Building Sale Update – The Council will be considering a zoning height restriction change to accommodate the new owners (ConCast).  Right now, the height restrictions are 45’.  ConCast needs 52’ for a dry materiel storage silo.  The Council will consider 55’ in February and vote in March.  There was consensus from the EDA board that the zoning change was necessary to accommodate a new business.
Olmsted Medical Center Update – Dr. Blue leaving – A copy of the letter from the City of Wanamingo to Olmsted Medical was discussed.  Olmsted Medical met with Council member Ryan Holmes and Administrator.  They were assured by Olmsted that the facility will continue to stay open.  Candidates are being interviewed.  It could take as long as 6 months to permanently fill the position. Discussions may occur in the future regarding the lease agreement between the EDA and Olmsted Medical.
There being no further business Johnson made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:47 pm.  Approved 5-0-0.
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
