Brian Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Sandberg to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA: Holmes motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 5-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS: None
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton gave an update on vacant land for sale owned by the Wanamingo EDA on Mill Street.  The EDA continues to advertise (on City website) a starting price at the Assessor's valuation with the ability to negotiate.  Administrator Boulton spoke with Rapp Surveying again about the timing of a survey to clear up selling a sliver of the lot to Diane Lexvold/Bobby Carlson; since the garage is built over the property line.  David Rapp stated that the survey would be completed in the next two weeks.  Once a new legal description is provided by Rapp Surveying, the City Attorney David Jacobsen will conduct the sale and file the paperwork.  Costs for surveying, the City Attorney, and a County recorder's fee involved with the transaction will be billed to Diane Lexvold.  Once the information is prepared, the EDA will consider a formal resolution for approval.
Resolution 16-04 = Approving the low quote for the Wanamingo Medical Center Suite Renovation:  Sandberg moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Administrator Boulton provided a memo of information to date and process moving forward on the Medical Center Suite Renovations to the EDA Board.  Dan Vierling was present to speak on behalf of Jason Bauer Construction LLC.  Discussion took place regarding the work being done as part of the quotes compared to work that would be done on behalf of NorthStar Genetics to personalize the suite.  The board agreed that work completed on behalf of NorthStar Genetics would need to provide value to the building in order to be given consideration as part of the lease agreement price moving forward.  Mr. Vierling was asked by Brian Johnson about the time table to get the work started.  Mr. Vierling stated that the work would start within the next two weeks.  Josh Sandberg asked what the price and kind of flooring would be.  The price would be between $2.50 to $4.00/square foot.  It would be a commercial carpet similar to the carpet currently in place.  Passed 5-0-0.

Administrator Boulton provided an update and options to the EDA on the permanent sign to advertise the remaining Cenex 4th Addition lots for sale that would include asking prices for each lot.  T & S signs out of Mazeppa will be constructing two signs, one for MN HWY 57 and the other for MN HWY 60.  Sandberg moved to approve the purchase of two signs ($330 each) using the second option that included blue outlining.  Furthermore approving roughly an additional $220 for material/lumber for installation of the signs.  Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.  The signs will be constructed and placed in the spring.  Members of the board stated their willingness to assist City Staff with the installation.
There being no further business Gudknecht made a motion seconded by Sandberg to adjourn at 6:18 p.m.  Approved 5-0-0.
