ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Sandberg to adopt. Approved 6-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 6-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Public Hearing – Conveying Property – Brain Groth – EDA Lots was opened at 6:05pm.  EDA Director Boulton explained the reasons for the public hearing.  Brian Groth explained that he would be buying the Wright Motor Coach building along with the lots.  He would be utilizing the lots as an implement dealership.  EDA Member Benson asked if there would be a fence installed around the dealership.  Mr. Groth said that he preferred not to install a fence but would wait and see.  Mr. Groth also stated that a number of lights would be installed on the property.  No other public input was given.  The public hearing was closed at 6:13pm. 
OLD BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION 14-05 – Approving Land Sale Agreement between Wanamingo EDA and Brian Groth for EDA Land in Cenex 3rd Addition – Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Gudknecht.  Mr. Groth wanted to make sure that commercial use of the property in the closing documents would include usage as an implement lot.  The EDA members agreed that this is an intended commercial use.  EDA Director Boulton explained that closing on the sale of the properties would take place early the following week on March 17th or March 18th.  Passed 6-0-0.
EDA Director Boulton notified the EDA Board of items that occurred at the Medical Building since the last meeting: A new toilet was installed at the workout center.  The old toilets bladder had gone bad.  The circulation pump for the hot water at OMC was replaced.  Lastly, the water service line froze on 3/9/2014.  It was opened back up on 3/10/2014 in the AM.  There was little disruption during this time period for any of the tenants.

There being no further business Benson made a motion seconded by Schaefer to adjourn at 6:18 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
