Brian Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Holmes to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  Barney Nesseth – explained that the Wanamingo Commercial Club is working on making and maintaining their own webpage.  Mr. Nesseth requested that more time by the City Administrator/EDA Director be allotted for Economic Development.  Mr. Nesseth would like to see the available industrial land listed for sale on a number of websites including Craig’s list.
NEW BUSINESS: 
1st Reading Wanamingo EDA Bylaws Change– Article III, Section II.   Proposed changes were discussed to rewrite the section as follows: 
“The two City Council Commissioners shall be appointed by the Council through the yearly appointment schedule occurring around the 1st regularly scheduled Council Meeting of each year.  The remaining at-large Commissioner positions serve 4-year terms. Two of the Commissioners are appointed in one even year, then two years later, the other three Commissioners are appointed; in order to stager the Commissioners terms.”

The board also asked for a revised board term calendar to be provided at the April EDA Meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:
An Update was given to the EDA on the local sharing of the Rochester Sales Tax Renewal.  A memo was provided to the EDA.  The City of Wanamingo is working on legislative action that would make Wanamingo eligible for a portion of the sales tax sharing.  The legislation is in the Senate Tax bill, but has had problems in the House.  It has been referred to the House Property Tax Committee.
An update was given on the EDA portion of the City Website.  A copy of the page was presented to show updates requested at the January 2013 EDA Meeting.
An update was given on the Harvest States Seed (Keith Allen’s) possible building in the industrial park.  A memo was provided to Keith Allen for his bank.  The EDA also received the memo that detailed the process for obtaining the land and using Tax Increment Financing for the purchase price.
There being no further business Schaefer made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:30 p.m.  Approved 5-0-0.
